209 cities have been destroyed and burned,
including cities of Minsk, Gomel, Vitebsk, Polotsk,
Orsha, Borisov, Slutsk;

more than 9,200 villages and settlements have
been destroyed and burned, including 5,295 settle-
ments have been destroyed by the Nazis along with
all or part of the population;

more than 1,270,000 buildings in cities and vil-
lages have been destroyed [38].

PLANS OF NAZI GERMANY ON IMPLE-
MENTATION OF GENOCIDE

The Prosecutor General’s Office of the Republic
of Belarus has initiated and investigating a criminal
case on the facts of commission by Nazi criminals,
their accomplices, criminal formations of genocide
of civilian population during the Great Patriotic
War [6].

In relation to the population of BSSR policy of
genocide has been carried out by Nazi war criminals,
their European allies from Italy, Romania, Hungary,
Slovakia and Finland, as well as accomplices among
Ukrainian, Polish, Lithuanian, Latvian, Estonian
and other collaborationist forces. Military units
from Austria and the Czech Republic, which were
part of the Third Reich, also took part in punitive
actions against Soviet citizens on the territory of
Belarus.

Citizens of the USSR have been subjected to all
forms of genocide, provided by the Convention on
the Prevention and Punishment of the Crime of
Genocide from December 9, 1948.

For reference:

Genocide - acts, committed with the intention to
eliminate, in whole or in part, any national, ethnic,
racial or religious group as such by means of:

« killings of members of this group;

« causing serious bodily injury or mental disorder
to members of such a group;

 measures, designed to prevent childbearing in
such a group;

« forcible transfer of children from one human
group to another;

« premeditated creation of living conditions, de-
signed for the complete or partial physical destruction
of this group.

The intention to commit genocide was enshrined
in normative documents of Germany.

General Plan "OST", Instruction on Special Areas
to Directive No. 21 ("Barbarossa Plan") from March
13, 1941, order of the Chief of Staff of the Supreme
Command of the German Armed Forces on mili-
tary jurisdiction in the area of "Barbarossa” and on
the special powers of troops, signed on May 13, 1941
by Chief of Staft of Wehrmacht Keitel W. and others,
generalized atrocities against civilians as State policy
and acquitted soldiers of crimes committed [26].

General Plan "OST" provided Germanization
of the occupied territories and relocation of local
residents. "...Pacification will be achieved by pro-
viding land plots, necessary for German colonists

not as a result of evacuation, as previously assumed,
but during the relocation of the former population
to other lands of collective and state farms with si-
multaneous transfer of land rights. This relocation
must be combined with reasonable selection on the
principle of productivity and in parallel with the so-
cial upheaval of positive forces among foreign na-
tionalities". It was envisaged that "75 percent of the
Belarusian population shall be evicted from the oc-
cupied territory, and 25 percent of Belarusians shall
be Germanized according to the plan of the Reich
Security Main Office".

The territory of the Republic of Belarus was sub-
ject to German settlement and incorporation into
Nazi Germany [26].

A detailed description of the genocide plan ex-
ists in writing, namely the "Guidelines principles of
the Economic Policy on Organization of the eastern
agricultural sector" from May 23, 1941, prepared
in the Imperial Ministry of Food and Agriculture.
These documents contained information that in
case of theoretical reduction the consumption of ce-
reals and potatoes (in amount of cereals), as a result
it is possible to obtain 8.7 million tons of surplus.

The indicated Guideline principles further note
that, since Germany and Europe need surpluses at
any cost, consumption [in the USSR] must be re-
duced accordingly.

The productive regions are located in the cherno-
zemic zone (in other words in the south, south-east)
and in Caucasus. The subsidized regions are mainly
located in the northern forest zone [...]. The conse-
quence of this is the cessation of supply of the entire
forest area, including the largest industrial centers of
Moscow and Petersburg.

As a result of the "separation" of fertile lands
from the "forest zone", industrial centers have to be
measured. For the "forest zone", to which Belarus
was attributed, conduction of "occasional interven-
tions" has been planned at the beginning of the war.
Resources such as cattle and flax were subjected to
confiscation in favor of Germany. It was planned
that the German army would remain self-sufficient
in these "hungry regions" at the expense of local
food products, so the forced "gathering of food"
should be "well and timely organized".

The population of these areas, especially the cit-
ies, will have to face the "greatest famine". It will
be important to relocate the population to Siberia.
As rail transportation is impossible, this problem

will also be extremely severe. These words implied
that the alleged relocation to Siberia in this context
meant destruction.

Belarus has become one of the few de facto en-
slaved territories where the interests of the popula-
tion have not been considered, which has led to a
particularly cruel economic and demographic pol-
icy. Industry in such areas must be deliberately de-
stroyed in order to make the south of the European
part of the Soviet Union dependent on supplies of
German manufactured goods.

This plan was studied in June 1941 and approved
by the economic department of the German Reichs-
bank [30, p. 53-57].

Reichsfithrer SS and Chief of German Police
Heinrich Himmler delivered a speech in Wewels-
burg in early 1941, where he spoke about the entire
Russian campaign on reduction of Slavic population
by thirty million, as witnessed by former head of the
SS and police in Central Russia and Belarus Erich
von dem Bach-Zelewski in Nuremberg in 1946 [30,
p. 57-59].

In November 1941, Goering told the Italian Min-
ister of Foreign Affairs Count Chiano, that from 20
to 30 million people would die of starvation in Russia
in the coming year, and that would be good, because
some nations must be essentially reduced. Hitler
spoke of a «national catastrophe» for the "Musco-
vites" and explained that "millions of people would
die" due to lack of food in many Soviet regions. The
German leadership, through Goebbels, has publicly
stated, that "Russia has nothing to expect from us
and that we will allow it to starve to death".

During the visit to the occupied Soviet territo-
ries, Plenipotentiary General for the Deployment
of Labor Fritz Sauckel stated that "all German agen-
cies are absolutely convinced that next year, in oth-
er words, this winter, at least ten-twenty millions of
these people shall die from hunger".

The Reich Ministry for the Occupied Eastern
Territories Rosenberg, has also repeatedly stated
that the hunger of millions of people is "a dire ne-
cessity[...] that is not subject to sympathy" [30,
p. 61-66].

Military exercises, imitating the attack on Russia
on June 1, 1941 provided that "[...] With the excep-
tion of bread, products would no longer be supplied.
The accounting system of supply must be strictly
regulated. Replenishment should be provided from
the resources of the occupied country not by acci-
dental appropriations, but by seizure and usage in
accordance with a well-designed plan".

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"In all other respects, certain parts of the coun-
try must be considered differently. [...] The Belaru-
sian region, which in any case is less important for
the military economy, can be ruthlessly used for the
purposes of the operation”. Active or passive resis-
tance on the part of the civilian population must be
suppressed by means of decisive punitive measures.
Confident and ruthless attitude to hostile elements
will become an effective preventive measure” [30, p.
83].

The plan of famine became an integral part of
the military plan in the war of aggression against the
USSR and was a prerequisite for its success. There-
fore, the responsible military ranks were not bound
by any objective restrictions [30, p. 86].

The order of the Chief of Staff of the Supreme
Command of the German Armed Forces on mili-
tary jurisdiction in the "Barbarossa” area and on the
special powers of the troops allowed the destruction
of the civilian population in the event of resistance
and immunity of military personnel for actions in
relation to the civilian population was ensured.

Massive violent measures must be immediately
applied to settlements in which the armed forces
have been subjected to treacherous and wanton at-
tack, unless circumstances allow to quickly identify
perpetrators. It was strictly forbidden to keep sus-
pects alive for conduction of trial [6].

From the interrogation of the president of the
military tribunal of the 267th German Security po-
lice, Captain Julius Reichhof, born on 1912, dated
July 19, 1944, it follows that on June 17, 1941 be-
fore the start of hostilities between Germany and
the USSR, Hitler issued a decree, granting German
soldiers the right to plunder and exterminate the So-
viet population. For actions, implemented by Ger-
man soldiers against Soviet citizens, they couldn’t be
placed on trial of military court on Hitler’s orders.
An officer in the German army had every right to
apply punitive measures to the civilian population,
such as to burn villages and cities, confiscate food
and livestock, and, at his own discretion, to drive
away population for work in Germany.

Even before the war, enlisted men of Wehrmacht
were learning Russian-language phrases that con-
tained threats to burn settlements and shoot peo-
ple in the event of disobedience, indicating a pre-
planned policy of genocide of soviet citizens [6].

On March 30, 1941 Hitler delivered a speech be-
fore 250 high-ranking officers, in which called "the
destruction of the Bolshevik commissars and the
Bolshevik intelligentsia necessary".

On the basis of these ideas, criminal orders were
issued, including the order of the Chief of Staft of
the Supreme Command of the German Armed
Forces on military jurisdiction in the "Barbarossa”
area and on the special powers of the troops, signed
by Keitel, on May 13, which has been prepared since
the beginning of March 1941.

The jurisdiction of military and circuit courts
in relation to the Soviet civilian population was
completely revoked. The destruction of all "parti-
sans" and other participants in "attacks" on troops
was decreed, even without the order of an officer, as
well as the implementation of "collective coercive
measures” against settlements. As for the crimes
committed by Wehrmacht troops, revocation of
obligation to prosecute them for crimes against the
people of the country was proposed exclusively "in
accordance with the political intentions of the lead-
ership”, for reasons of "maintaining the number of
personnel” or "ensuring the security of troops".

Thus, this doctrine was a whole set of measures,
the most important of which was the issuance of
statements on collective acts of violence in certain
cases. At a meeting on May 16, 1941, at the General
Staff, an adviser to the Supreme Military Court Lat-
tman, peculiarly explained the instructions of the
11th Army:

"Measures of collective retaliation is needed, for
example, against the villages where shots are per-
formed. (Do not burn - shoot 30 people)".

Keitel aggravated this situation on September
16, 1941, in his order, he indicated that death of one
German soldier is redeemed only by the death pen-
alty of 50-100 communists [30, p.101-103].

The Jewish population was included in the list of
the most important potential adversaries and was
brutally persecuted immediately after the invasion
[30, p. 108].

There is
only one task: to carry out Germanization, involving
the Germans, and to consider the indigenous
population as Indians..." [30, p. 53-57].

Eastern Territories A. Rosenberg on policy in the
occupied territories reads:

"We can only be interested in reduction of pop-
ulation growth of the occupied eastern regions
through abortion. ... The danger that the popula-
tion of the occupied eastern regions will multiply in
greater numbers than before is very huge, because it
is self-evident, that its well-being is still much better.
That is why we must take the necessary measures
against the reproduction of the non-German po-
pulation. Therefore, in no case should German
services be introduced for the local population of
the occupied eastern regions. For example, vaccina-
tions and other health-improving activities should
not be performed under any circumstances for the
non-German population” [27, p. 40-41].

MASS DESTRUCTION
OF POPULATION

In September 1941, when the entire terri-
tory of the BSSR was captured by Nazi troops, about
7-7.5 million of its inhabitants were in captivity.

For organization and conduction of large-scale
genocide, looting and other atrocities, the govern-
ment of Nazi Germany and the highest command of
the German army sent on the territory of the BSSR
punitive units of the security police and security
polices, Wehrmacht, Sonderkommando, SS army,
Latvian, Lithuanian, Ukrainian and other collabo-
rationist forces.

The mass extermination of people was indus-
trialized and carried out by barbaric methods and
means: executions and gallows, gas chambers and
burning, famine and cold, the spread of epidemics,
unbearable physical labor and other methods and
means were applied. This should have inspired fear,
suppressed the slightest attempts of the population
to resist the occupation regime.

From the first days of the war, extermination of
Soviet activists, commissars, and Jews was carried
out by Wehrmacht troops and specially established
SS and security polices. In July 1941 in the city of
Baranovichy G. Gimmler held a meeting at which
a decision was made to conduct a large-scale oper-
ation on extermination of the occupied territory of
Brest, Baranovichi, Pinsk and Polesie regions from
elements, hostile to the Nazis: besieged Red Army
divisions, partisans and local population. The op-
eration was codenamed "Pripyat marshes". It was
held in the period from 19.07 to 31.08.1941 by the
forces of the 1st Cavalry Brigade of SS with the in-
volvement of units of the 162nd and 252nd Infan-
try Divisions of Wehrmacht. During the operation,
methods of mass extermination of the Jewish popu-
lation were also practiced, including by drowning in
swamps. According to the command of 1st Cavalry
Brigade of SS, on 13.08.1941 as a result of punitive
expedition — 13,788 people were killed.

In August-October 1941 the Nazis also carried
out punitive operations in the Vitebsk and Mogilev
regions [34, p. 355; 25, p. 510].

In July - August 1941 an operation was carried
out with the participation of Wehrmacht troops and
police on the territory of Belovezhskaya Pushcha.
Thus, the Police Battalion 322, according to incom-
plete data, during the operation dispossessed to the
village east of Pruzhany from 34 settlements in the
area of Belovezhskaya Pushcha about 6.5 thousand

people. More than 50 people were shot dead during
the punitive operation. In German documents it
was indicated that the cause of the shooting of 47
people was communist agitation. After the forcible
evacuation, most of the villages were burned [34, p.
355; 37, p. 17-22].

In the course of the investigation of the criminal
case on the genocide of the Belarusian people, nu-
merous facts of mass extermination by Nazi crim-
inals of the civilian population of the BSSR were
established and documented, organization of func-
tioning of places of custody of citizens by the oc-
cupation authorities of Hitler’s Germany, where by
creating unbearable conditions a significant number
of Soviet citizens was eliminated, including those
who resided on the territory of the BSSR at the peri-
od of start of war.

Currently in the course of a criminal investiga-
tion more than 13,500 people were interrogated in
his case, and more than 400 inspections of places of
incidents have been conducted, during which previ-
ously unknown and unaccounted places of burials
of civilians were discovered.

For example, previously unknown burials were
found in the natural boundary Ivanoshchina at the
sites of the mass shooting of residents of the Logoisk
district [6].

Medical and forensic analysis and ballistic ex-
aminations were appointed and carried out re-

From the testimony of Prokhorova M.L, a resi-
dent of Vitebsk:

"In early July 1941 I went to the state farm
Zhurzhevo (Vitebsk district) together with a citizen
Boleishets. Two kilometers from the Tulovo state
farm, we saw a crowd of naked people, ten people
in a row. We witnessed how the Germans shot these
people with machine guns.

That day, 300 people were shot and buried in
three large, pre-prepared pits. Children were thrown
alive into the pits, some children were taken by the
Germans by the legs and torn to pieces, many of
those shot fee due to the wounds and were buried
alive.

There were screams and moans of bleeding peo-
ple, that were still alive, over the places of execution.
When they were covered with earth, a bloody mess
was formed, as hundreds of people in terrible tor-
ment turned in the pits, after closing the pits, the
ground shook for a long time..." [6].

From the testimony of Kosenok Z.N.:

"Mother Kosenok A.I. witnessed how on July 2,
1941, the Nazis gathered about 400 women, old men
and children and drove them on the road to the vil-
lage of Bolshaya Lyubshchina. Two kilometers from
the town on the banks of the Western Dvina River,
the column was stopped. At first, about 50 children
were separated from her. The Nazis threw them into
a pit, covered them with tarpaulin and set them on
fire. Grief-stricken mothers, grandparents and old
women tried to pull their children out of the flames,
but they were immediately shot from rifles. When the
children were dead, they took care of the others. The
Nazis shot the remaining 350 people in several pits.
The bodies did not fit in the pits and therefore they
were «rammed», by throwing grenades. Many years
after this terrible tragedy, the bodies of the dead were
reburied in the Jewish cemetery in the urban-type
settlement Surazh' ¥6].

According to
conclusions of experts, the age of the deceased
ranges from 4 to 70 years. Based on the direc-
tion of the wound canal it can be stated that at the
time of the shooting, some people were face down
in preliminary dug graves, and others were locat-
ed in a vertical or close position at the time of the
shooting.

In the course of the investigation of the criminal
case, information was obtained on the mass destruc-
tion of civilians in the urban settlement Novoelnya
of Dyatlovo district (about 800 dead, according to
the materials of the archival criminal case). Current-
ly in urban settlement Novoelnya the excavation of
the named burial ground is conducted.

Natural boundary Uruchie

According to the archival materials, reviewed
by the prosecutor’s office in July 1941 the German
army prepared 10 pits in the area of 9 km of the
Minsk — Moscow highway (in the direction of Mos-
cow) and in the direction of the natural boundary
Karnich-Boloto, village of Kopishche second, isolat-
ed farmstead Veliki Les and the village of Valeryano-
vo, where since 1941 until the beginning of 1944
peaceful Soviet citizens and prisoners of war were
brought for execution.

During the interrogations of witnesses of shoot-
ings in July 1944 it was established, that tens of thou-
sands of people of all ages and genders were brought
to the indicated pits, who were shot on the spot and
dumped in pits.

In accordance with the act of the commis-
sion from July 22, 1944, the location of 10 burial
pits was discovered, located on the territory of the
Minsk district near the village of Kopishche se-
cond (currently the section near the district of Minsk
Novaya Borovaya from the side of the Zaslavl-Kolo-
dishchi highway) and the Natural boundary Uruchye
(currently the section from the 9th kilometer of the
Minsk — Moscow highway (further — Moscow high-
way) to 120th separate Guards mechanized brigade
on the way to Zaslavl along the route Zaslavl - Kolo-
dishchi). Attached to the documents is a table, with
indication on location in 10 graves of 57,418 cor-
pses with breakdown by each grave.

In October 2021, exploration field work was
carried out, during which a pit-grave was disco-
vered.

Fragments of bone remains, shell casings, seized during the
inspection of the pit-grave

According to the results of October-November
2021 numerous bone remains, ammunition, frag-
ments of clothing, footwear, and household items
were seized from the specified pit-grave.

According to the conclusions of complex foren-
sic and ballistic examinations, the bone remains be-
long to men, women and young girls. Some of the
remains contain damage, which are according to the
signs, has been caused by firearms.

These damages could be formed as a result of fir-
ing using cartridges (9x19 Luger), the shell casings
of which were also found during inspections. These
cartridges could be used in pistols "Parabellum P.08",
"Walter P.38" and other weapons [6].

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Natural boundary Mochula

During the investigation of the criminal case
on genocide of the population of Belarus, it was es-
tablished that in the summer of 1941 in the natural
boundary Mochula in the Luninets district of the
Brest region, the Germans executed by shooting the
Jews. The execution of people was carried out by the
punitive detachment of about 300 soldiers and offi-
cers. Before the shooting, the victims were stripped
naked.

During the inspections of the crime scene, con-
ducted in September-October 2021, 5 graves with
human remains were found, bone remains of at least
495 people were recovered.

According to the conclusions of forensic and
ballistic examinations, bone remains belong both to
men and women, including at least 13 children aged
5-15. On fragments of separate skull bones injuries
were found in the form of holed crossings, which
are characteristic of the impact of shot from gun-
fire [6].

Domachevo orphanage

Domashevo orphanage was located in the village
of Domachevo of Domachevo district of Brest re-
gion (currently: Brest district, village executive
committee of Domachevo, urban settlement Do-
machevo).

On September 23, 1942 at about 7 pm, a five-
ton car with six armed Germans in military uni-
form arrived to the yard of the orphanage. The
senior of the group explained that the chil-
dren would be taken to Brest and ordered to put
children in the body of the car. 55 children and
educator Grokholskaya P.A. were put in the car.
Shakhmetova Tasya, 6 years old, got out of the car
and ran away, and all the other 54 children and
educator Grokholskaya P.A. were taken to 1.5 km
from the village of Leplevka. At the borderline
earth-and-timber pillbox, located at a distance
of 800 meters from the river Zapadny Bug, children
were executed by shooting [6]. Only their photo-
graph has survived.

The standard scenario adopted by the Nazi
war criminals and their accomplices was des-
truction of the villages along with the inha-
bitants as part of the Bandenkampf (the so-called
"pacification” actions) - the war with the parti-
sans.

The end result
was the creation of the so-called dead zones, turned
into a scorched desert.

| Commander of the Armed Forces:

I\ "In dealing with bandits and their volun-
tary accomplices, exercise extreme cruelty. Senti-
mentality in this decisive matter is irresponsible.
The very cruelty of the measures and the fear of the
expected punishment should keep the population
from helping and assisting the gangs... Each unit
commander is responsible for ensuring that the
captured bandits and civilians who were captured
during the hostilities (including women) were shot,
or better, hanged" [28, p.136].
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ACT
ON TORTURE AND EXECUTION BY SHOOTING OF CHILDREN OF
DOMACHEVO ORPHANAGE OF BREST REGION OF BSSR.

We undersigned citizens of district center Domachevo and former workers of an orphana-
ge — Gracheva Elizaveta Dmitrievna, born on 1913, who worked as deputy of instruction unit
of orphanage, Usova Anastasia Ivanovna, born on 1920 - nurse, Golovenko Olga Osipovna,
born on 1903 - night nurse, cook Mazepchik Vera losifovna, born on 1911, Pavluk Antonina
Petrovna, born on 1934 - former chief of orphanage, watchman Kozlovsky Danil Leontievich,
born on 1892, watchman Grushinsky Zbignev-Tadeush, born on 1909, night nurse Kalinovskaya
Alexandra Pavlovna, date of birth 1900, citizens: Rezonieva Anna Fedorovna, born on 1876,
Abramova Natalia Iosifovna date of birth 1909, Dyakina Valentina Ilinichna, date of birth 1912
compiled the present act on torture and cruel elimination of children of Domachevo orphanage.

In 1941 in the orphanage 100 children were located - of Russian, Ukrainian, Jewish and Polish
nationalities in the age group ranged from newborn infants to 12 years old children. The majority
of children, who were at the orphanage had not parents and relatives.

At June 22, 1941 three children were killed when Germans came: Kolya Kochevsky - 3 years,
Maksim - 3 years and Ivan - 4 years and Roman - 6 years and Nadezhda - 7 years.

One of three orphanage burned and children were located in two remaining buildings.
Overpopulation and bad nutrition caused various infectious diseases, dysentery. As a result,
children died: Hudova Lysuia - 3 years and Vitya - 6 years, and also Alexander - 4 years, Vic-
tor — 3 months and 3-4 other children.

The employers of orphanagere — chief of orphanage Lizhanova Anna Semenovna, born on
1919, Gracheva E.D. - chief of teaching department, Usova Anastasia Ivanovna, born on 1919,
were suspended from duty when Germans came, and in 1943 Lizhanova was shot by Germans.
15 Jewish children from 2 to 12 years old were taken from orphanage and placed in "Ghetto" and
then 14 of them were shot and only Olya Kovalevskaya — 12 years old could made a safe getaway.

At the order of German occupational authorities chief of district Prokopchuk ordered the
former chief of orphanage Pavluk A.P. to poison sick child Renyut Alena, age 12. Then Pavluk
refused to poison child, Renyut Alena was executed by firing by the police near the orphanage,
supposedly trying to flee.

In order to save children from hunger and death in 1942 11 children were taken into care to
local residents, 16 children were taken into care to relatives.

On September 23, 1942 at 7 p.m. to the yard of orphanage came five ton automobile with 6
armed Germans in military uniform. The sergeant of German group told that children will be
taken to Brest and ordered to put children in body of the car. 55 children and nurse Pelageya
Groholskaya were put in the car. Among children, who were put to the car Shehmetova Tosia,
9 years old, got out of the car and ran away, and other 54 children and nurse Groholskaya were
taken in the direction of Dubitsa, 1,5 km from village Leplevka. At the borderline of land gun post,
located at the distance of 800 metres from the river Zapadny Bug the car was stopped, children
were stripped naked, which can be verified by children’s clothes at the car, which returned in
Domachevo, and children were executed by shooting.

The residence of the village of Leplevka testify on the execution by shooting of children:
Yakimchuk Matrena Ivanovna, Panasuk Evgenia Ivanovna, Lobach Iosif Isakovich and Boglai
Maria Tarasovna, they located at the moment of execution by shooting near the place of shooting
and heard cries and screams and shots of children. In the following days Yakimchuk Matrena,
Panasuk Evgenia, Lobach Iosif and others saw children’s corpses at the place of execution by
shooting and earth was filled with blood of innocent children.

The administration of Brest district, at their orders children were shot:

1.  Chief of security police of district — Pichman.

2. The deputy chief of security police — Tsibel and Gerik.
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Gebietskommissar — Burat Frants.

The chief of gendarmerie at Gebietskommissar — Douarlein.

The chief of Bureau of district police — major Rode and Biner.

The chief of criminal police-Zavadsky.

Prokopchuk-Ukrainian chief of Domachevo district.

Has Fedor - burgomaster of Domachevo.

The executors — conducting shooting of children:

Maks - German, sergeant from group of Germans, conducted execution by shooting.
Kamets-Glyats — German, from group, which conducted execution by shooting.
Friks - policeman, conducted execution by shooting of children.

Fogel — German from Volga Region a native of city of Engels.

Lieutenant Ogis — from city of Brest, taking part in execution by shooting of children.

As part of the German punitive units, there
was a unit under the command of O. Dirlewanger,
which was recruited from people, convicted of var-
ious crimes. In 1943, this unit has the same num-
ber of people of the regiment and received the name
"Special Command of the SS Dirlewanger". After
Himmler’s appointment as commander of the re-
serve army in the summer of 1944, the unit was
increased to a brigade ("Special SS Brigade Dirle-
wanger").

Since 1942, the formation began to take an active
part in actions against partisans and local popula-
tion. The level of cruelty in the fight against partisans
is exemplified by the burning of 7 settlements in the
area of the village of Borki in the summer of 1942,
where, according to German reports, 2,027 people
were exterminated. There were too many inhabi-
tants, so it was not possible to kill them all at once.
The population was locked in five barns and they
started shooting inside from machine guns through

\ OnJule 15, 1942 German punishers entered the
| village. When they entered the house, they killed
| the mother on the doorstep. She hid at the oven to-
| gether with four relatives. Everyone, except forher,
i.vlvas shot at the oven, but they did not notice her,
| since she was lying further. On that day, the village
| was completely burned down. Returning to the vil-
| lage three days later, she collected the bones of the
i dead and buried them near the conflagration. On
[ithat day, 1,800 people were killed and burned in
“the village [6].

Testimony of Zhdanovich N.E.:
When the German punishers surrounded the
village, they forced out all the residents to the street,
-and then brought into the houses for 8 people and
shot them there. About 20 people were brought into
her house with her, and executed by shooting. She
herself was wounded in the arm, and she lay on
the floor. When punishers were already leaving
the house, her niece, 1 year 8 months old, began
to cry under the bed. She was shot in the head. The
massacre of the inhabitants was perpetrated by the
punitive detachment of Barchik, stationed in the
village of Chechevichi, Bykhov district [6].

From the testimony of the accused Voronchukov
' D.G.:

Upon arrival in the village of Borki, an order
was received to shoot all people, regardless of gen-
der and age, and to confiscate their property. In
one of the houses, he shot an old man lying on the
floor, after which all the houses in the village were
set on fire [6].

From the interrogation of Boukrey N.Z., born

in 1934:
During ‘the punitive operation on destruc-
tion of the inhabitants of the village of Zastarinye
1(02.05.1943), after the partisans retreated from the
village, atrocities began. The Germans took young
children by the legs and killed them by hitting their
heads against the stones, and then threw them in
fire of the burning houses. Alive children were also
thrown into the fire. Residents who did not have
“time to hide in the forest were shot and stabbed
“with bayonets. Those, hiding in the gardens, were
‘rounded up in houses, forced to lie down on the
floor, and after they were shot and the houses
burned. As a result of the actions of the invaders in
| the village, 384 civilians were killed and 104 houses
were burned down [6].

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the doorways. When the exits were obstructed with
dead bodies, the barns were locked up and set on
fire. Those, who got out, were shot by the punishers.
Dirlewanger personally participated in murders, of
those, who manage to get out from the fire [6].

In total, on the territory of modern Belarus,
more than 9,200 villages and settlements, 682 thou-
sand buildings were destroyed and burned, some
settlements were burned several times [38].

A rough idea of the scale of the tragedy can be
obtained from the presented map, which shows the
destroyed settlements.

PLACES OF FORCED
DETENTION AND DESTRUCTION

One of the main weapons of extermination
of the Belarusian population were concentration
camps organized on the territory of the BSSR in
large numbers and under various names. On the
territory, occupied by the enemy, there were more
than 260 camps and places of mass destruction of
civilians and Soviet prisoners of war. They operated
throughout the entire period of Nazi occupation or
for quite a long time. Civilians by tens of thousands
were imprisoned in camps together with their fam-
ilies. Conditions of detention - hunger, cold, beat-
ings and torture.

The death of many thousands of prisoners is a
consequence of terrible living conditions and back-
breaking work. In the camps, experiments were
conducted over prisoners with infectious diseases,
gases, poisoned bullets, experiments, on the steril-
ization of men and women, experiments aimed at
determining the ability of the human body to en-
dure low temperatures, etc.

Nazi concentration camps were the means of cru-
el exploitation of prisoners and served as a source of
huge profits for Nazi Germany. Free forced labor of
prisoners was used at enterprises owned by various
German monopoly societies, firms, railway direc-
torate, military construction organizations. People
were systematically killed by backbreaking work,
they were subjected to to exploitation to the limit
of human capabilities. The labor of prisoners was
widely used at the construction of military facilities.

On the territory of Belarus, occupied by the en-
emy, death camps, their branches and divisions op-
erated throughout the entire period of Nazi occu-
pation. Some of them were under the jurisdiction
of the armed forces (Wehrmacht), others — under

Upon arrival to their
destination, they all froze to death, and their
corpses were dumped.

the jurisdiction the Security Police and the Secu-
rity Service. According to incomplete data, in the
death camps on the territory of Belarus, the Nazis
destroyed over 1.4 million Soviet citizens.

In Minsk and its suburbs, the Nazis established
a whole system of death camps and their branches:
Trostenets death camp, a concentration camp near
the village of Drozdy of Minsk district, on the Shiro-
kaya street, in the city of Minsk, as well as the Minsk
ghetto. Nazi occupation authorities and command
of the German army exterminated more than 70
thousand of Minsk citizens, and in total in the city
and adjacent areas, 400 thousand people were killed
by the enemy [31, p. 24].

Death camp "Trostenets"

"Trostenets" death camp was located near the
villages of Maly Trostenets and Bolshoy Troste-
nets of Minsk district of (currently this place is lo-
cated in the area of Partizansky Prospekt of city of
Minsk).

"Trostenets" death camp was the largest on the
entire occupied Soviet territory. According to the
number of people killed - 546,000 people — death
camp "Trostenets" is similar with other places of
mass destruction in Europe: Auschwitz, Treblinka,
Sobibor, Belzec, Majdanek (all in Poland) and Jase-
novac (Croatia).

The name "Trostenets" unites several places of
mass destruction of people. In the natural boundary
Blagovshchina, at the 11th kilometer of the Mogi-
lev highway, massive shootings were carried out up
to the autumn of 1943. The camp itself was located
near the village of Maly Trostenets, in 10 kilometers
from Minsk along the Mogilev highway. In the natu-
ral boundary Shashkovka, since the autumn of 1943,
operated the crematorium pit-furnace for burning
corpses. The ashes from the crematorium furnace
were scattered as fertilizer on the fields of the sub-

tion of the Security Police and the Security Service.

Within three years of the Great Patriotic War,
people of different nationalities and religions were
brought here, including from European count-
ries — children, women, the elderly. The life expec-
tancy of the prisoners of "Trostenets" camp was 2-3
months.

The merciless death machine started in the au-
tumn of 1941 in the natural boundary Blagovshchi-
na and operated up to liberation of the city of Minsk
on July 3, 1944 [6].

In the natural boundary Blagovshchina near the
village of Trostenets, 34 grave-pits were discovered.
When they were partially opened, burnt and black-
ened human bones were found, a layer of ash with
thickness from 0.5 to 1 meters. In some pits at the
bottom, there were blackened logs with bones of
corpses and rails lying under them.

Investigation and a forensic and medical exam-
ination established that the natural boundary Bla-
govshchina was the site of mass executions of So-
viet civilians from the first days of the occupation
until the day of arrival of Red Army. Since autumn
of 1943, the Germans, with the purpose of conceal-

ment of traces of their crimes, excavated graves and
burned corpses. In total, up to 150,000 people were
exterminated in the natural boundary Blagovshchi-
na [6].

By inspection of the crematorium furnace, built
by the Germans in the natural boundary Shash-
kovka, located near the village of Trostenets, for de-
struction of the corpses of their victims, it was es-
tablished that executions were carried out near the
furnace and inside it. Remains of hand grenades in-
dicated that, on isolated occasions, groups of people
had been blown up by grenades.

In the village of Maly Trostenets, a burnt shed
was discovered, on the site of which a large amount
of ashes, burned and blacked bones, and also par-
tially preserved blackened corpses were found. Next
to the burned barn there were 127 incompletely
burned corpses of men, women and children in
various degrees of blackening. Among the corps-
es large German incendiary bombs were found in
large quantities, which were used by the Germans
to enhance the effect of the flame. A forensic and
medical examination, established the presence of
gunshot wounds on the corpses in the area of head
and neck, which testified on the fact of shooting of

From the testimony of a resident of the village
of Maly Trostenets of Minsk district Careta A.S.,
born on 1925:
In the forest Shashkovka, located at that time
near the village of Maly Trostenets, the Germans
set up a "furnace" in which civilians who were shot
and strangled in "gas" cars were burned. Before ad-
vance of the Red Army, German transport one by
| one, brought citizens who were burned. Mass exe-
cutions of Soviet citizens and the burning of corpses
also took place from June 29 to July 1, 1944 in a
collective farm barn in the village of Maly Troste-
nets. These punitive operations were managed by
german Rider [6].

From the testimony of the witness Savinskaya
S.L, born on 1915:
On June 30, 1944, she and other imprisoned
women in the amount 50 people were put in a
\German car and taken in an unknown direction.
Arriving in the village of Maly Trostenets, the cars
stopped at one of the sheds. After the command to
"go out in twos", shots were heard from machine
guns and revolvers. Women of 4 people were forced
to climb over the corpses, after which the execution
$ began. She was wounded in the head and, being
Lin this condition, continued to lie with the corpses
until late in the evening. Two more cars with wom-
“en and children aged from 3 to 10 years arrived
to the shed and were also shot. After each arrival
| of prisoners and execution, firewood was placed on

The Minsk ghetto was located on the territory of
the city of Minsk in the area of Yubileinaya Square.
The decision to create a ghetto was made by the
commandant of the city of Minsk on July 19, 1941.
The ghetto existed until October 1943.

At least 100,000 Jews passed through the Minsk
ghetto, of which about 90,000 were destroyed.

Concentration camp
on the Shirokaya street in the city of Minsk

Concentration camp with an area of 60,500 sq.m.
on Shirokaya street (now Kuibysheva street) was
organized in July 1941 in the southwestern part of
the city, 300 meters from the Moscow highway, sur-
rounded by a wooden fence, on top of which there
was barbed wire. Existed until June 30, 1944. The
concentration camp acted as a labor camp and a
collection point for prisoners of camps, who were
sent for extermination in the village of Maly Troste-
nets, and for forced labor in concentration camps of
Germany and other European countries. Inmates of
Minsk prisons, prisoners of war from other camps,
residents of city of Minsk, arrested during raids, pris-
oners of the ghetto, as well as partisans and mem-
bers of the underground, captured during punitive
operations, were also brought to the indicated camp.
Prisoners were brought from the prisons of Bobruisk,
Borisov, Vileyka, Polotsk and other settlements.

About 2.5 thousand people were constantly lo-
cated in the camp. Capable of working were sent
to construction and other type of works, as well
as to forced labor in Germany. Since August 1943,
4 specially equipped motor vans were regularly mo-
ving, the so-called "gas chambers" in which pri-
soners were transported, were constantly moved. On
the way, they died from the gas, that was dispersed
in passenger compartment of the van, the corpses
were burned in M. Trostenets. Inside the camp there
were two barracks, a punishment cell, an office of
the German commandant’s office, a workshop, a
bathhouse, an ambulance station and a cellar, at the
top of which a large number of men’s, women’s and
children’s shoes have been found, which were taken
off after the execution of prisoners in M. Trostenets.

From August 1943 to July 1944, nearly
20 000 people were killed in the camp.

At present, there is an open area in the
field on the western side of the Dolginovsky tract
and on the east of Novovilenskaya street of city of
Minsk.

~ The POW camp in Minsk is located on the

In the natural boundary Drozdy, northeast to
the concentration camp, located on the territory
of the village Drozdy, a trench-ditch was disco-
vered, in which during excavations were found the
remains (skulls, bones, burned clothes) of Soviet
citizens, shot by the Germans in the amount of
about 10,000 people [6].

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Stalag-352 "Masyukovshchina" of city of Minsk.

Stalag-352 "Masyukovshchina" (known as "Fo-
rest camp") was located in the Minsk district, in
five kilometers northwest of Minsk near the village
of Masyukovshchina, south of the railway line
Minsk — Vilnius (currently: city of Minsk, Frun-
zensky district, Masyukovshchina microdistrict).

The camp was created in the summer of 1941
and existed until June 1944. This camp is an exam-
ple of typical Nazi death camps for prisoners of war.
The entire territory of the camp was surrounded by
several rows of barbed wire, fixed on heavy con-
crete pillars, the height of which reached 3 meters.
The space between rows of wire fences was inter-
twined with barbed wire. At night, electric current
was passed through the wires. Along the line of wire
entanglement and along the corners, the Nazis built
watchtowers with searchlight installations. In addi-
tion, guard posts were placed along the fence.

Prisoners of war were kept in plank barracks,
stables, dilapidated sheds, and often (especially in
the autumn and winter of 1941/42) in general in the
open. During this winter the majority of prisoners
of war died. In addition to starvation, prisoners of
war were brought to borderline exhaustion and all
sorts of punishments. One of these measures of ex-
termination was the imprisonment of isolation cell,
where the prisoner received food once every three
days, which led to death. Gallows with three hooks
was installed on the site in the center of the camp.
On these hooks, the offenders were hung from
time to time right by the chin, death was long and
painful. At the same time, executions were some-
times accompanied by music. Flogging was widely
applied. Prisoners of war were beaten with clubs,
lashes, scourges, made of wire and wiring-rods.
Mass executions were also carried out, which took
place daily. Hunger, the unsanitary condition of the
camp, and the ill-treatment of the guards brought
the prisoners of war to extreme exhaustion and led
to serious illnesses. In November-December 1941,
a typhus epidemic broke out in the camp, resulting
in the death of 25,000 people; subsequently in De-
cember 1941 — March 1942, about 30,000 people
died. The death rate of prisoners of war was so great
that the they couldn't to take out and bury corpses
in time, — they were piled on the territory of the
camp, beforehand having taken oft their clothes. The
dead were taken to the burial places by special teams
of orderlies-prisoners of war, who laid the bodies in
pits, and then buried them. Over 80,000 Soviet pri-

Stalag No. 352 contained prisoners of war from
different sectors of the Soviet-German front — from
the territory of the BSSR, from Vyazma, Rzhev, Kali-
nin, Moscow, Stalingrad and other cities.

Ozarich Death Camp

The Ozarich death camp was located on the ter-
ritory of the Domanovichi district of the Polesye
region (currently: Gomel region, Kalinkovichi dis-
trict).

The Ozarich death camp existed only for ten
days in March 1944, nevertheless left a terrible
mark in the history of the Great Patriotic War due
to inhuman conditions of detention and methods of
extermination of people. There were no crema-
toria — this role was played by cold, hunger, typhus
and other diseases ...

By troops of the 65th Army of the 1st Belo-
russian Front under the command of Lieutenant
General PI. Batov on March 19, 1944, three plac-
es were discovered on the front line of the German
defenses, where a concentration camp was located,
in which, at the time of liberation, there were over
33,480 people, of which 15,960 are children under
the age of 13, 13,702 disabled women and 4,448 old
people.

The prisoners were placed directly on the
ground. Many of them lost the ability to move and
lay unconscious in the mud. Completely undres-
sed and hungry people were strictly forbidden to
make campfires, collect brushwood for bedding,
get close to wire fences. For the slightest attempt
to violate this regime, the Nazis executed by shoo-
ting. The approaches to the camp were mined.
People haven’t been fed, in order to somehow warm
up and save themselves and their children, they had
to take off their clothes from the corpses. Among
the prisoners there were a large number of patients
with typhus.

According to the protocols of interrogations,
conducted in 1945, from March 9 to March 13, 1944,
the Nazis, with reinforced escort of the SS and
security police, drove about 50 thousand Soviet citi-
zens to a camp near the town of Ozarichi [6].

Member of the Extraordinary State Commis-
sion, Academician Trainin I.P. and a forensic med-
ical commission found that the German military
authorities deliberately, in order to spread typ-
hus, placed the sick together with the healthy

From testimony of Kravchuk E. V. born in 1938:

When they were driven to the camp, security
was carried out by "banderovtsy from Ukraine with
sheep dogs and machine guns". Women reported
on the fact of shooting by German. “One young
woman walked with three children: she carried the
baby in her arms, and the other two were led by the
hands. They walked barefoot and cried all the time
and asked for food. Then she moved from the road,
sat down, hugged the children and shouted to the
German: “Shoot, there is no more strength to go!”.

| And he shot the whole family with a machine gun.

In addition, she reported that in the camp they were
deliberately infected with typhus and kept together
with the sick [6].

From the testimony of Kosobutskaya E.F, born
in 1931:

The Germans impaled the bodies of children with
bayonets, after they threw them into the well [6].

From the testimony of Kurach L.A., born in
a7 L
. Before release, the woman, who had four chil-
dren, put her hand through the wire to draw wa-
ter. For this, the Germans killed her. Four children
crawled on her, froze. After the liberation, when a
column of Red Army soldiers passed, the woman's
husband was among them. He recognized his chil-
‘dren. After the release, people were looking for food
“in the village of Ozarich. They found stocks of po-
tatoes, but the Germans mined them. People were
“blown up there too. They also left a lot of mined
"decoys" for children — they hide dolls somewhere.
. The children ran to the dolls and one of them was
blown up [6].

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Concentration camp Koldychevo

In March 1942, the Nazis set up a concentration
camp. Koldychevo, which was located on the ter-
ritory of the village of Koldychevo of Gorodishche
district of Baranovichi region (now the village of
Koldychevo of Baranovichi district of Brest region)
and existed until the summer of 1944.

The people held in the camp almost haven't
been fed, and at the same time they were enga-
ged in back-breaking, exhausting labor. Many peo-
ple, who were in the camp, were ill with typhus
and dysentery, but they were not provided with
medical assistance. Over the years of its existence,
about 22,000 people were killed in the camp. Some
of the prisoners were shot and buried directly on
the territory of the camp. At the same time, the
victims' hands were tied behind their backs with
barbed wire. In order to hide their atrocities, the
Germans planted green spaces at the burial site.
Such a place is the Arabovshchina birch grove.

The camp in Koldychevo existed until the sum-
mer of 1944, until the liberation of the occupied ter-
ritories by the Red Army.

Prisoners of the camp Koldychevo Bril K.P,
Karpovich IL.A., Karnatsevich (Gayduk) VE,
Sakut PS. told about the torture of people by camp
guards.

Also, during the investigation of the criminal
case, the materials were examined and attached
in copies of material of criminal case on charges
of Kalko N.A., Senkevich L.A., Kukhta M.M and
Korolevich A.L, who served in the 13th Belarusian
battalion "Security Service" and were engaged in the
protection of the camp Koldychevo, and also took
part in a number of punitive operations against the
civilian population. At the same time, Kalko N.A.
served as camp guard.

Under the leadership of Kalko N.A. and with
the participation of other persons abuse, torture,
unreasonable punishments, beatings, dog-baiting
of women and children, and mass executions were
used against prisoners. To justify his cruelty, Kalko
N.A. stated in court that he acted on the orders of
the representative of the occupying forces Iorn.

According to the verdict of the Military Tri-
bunal of the Belarusian Military District from
March 14, 1962, Kalko N.A., Kukhta M.M., Senke-
vich L.A. and Koralevich A.I sentenced to death —
shooting [6].

During the investigation of the criminal case,
it was established that the occupying authorities of
Nazi Germany systematically carried out the forced
draft of persons from civilian population of BSSR
outside the USSR, in particular, to the territory of
Germany.

During the years of occupation of BSSR by the
German fascist 377,776 people were driven into
German slavery by the invaders [35, c. 364; 38.]

The abovementioned actions were accompanied
by the use of forced labor of the civilian population
of the BSSR in the interests of Nazi Germany both
on the territory of the republic and beyond its bor-
ders, as well as the destruction of property of the

BSSR and the personal property of its civilian popu-
lation, illegal gratuitous seizure of such property in
favor of Germany.

The use of slave labor of Belarusian Ostarbeiters
was practiced not only by large industrial enterp-
rises, such as Benz, Junkers, Telefunken, Lufthansa,
etc., but also by small firms, as well as farmers and
inhabitants in Germany, Austria, East Prussia, Po-
land, Latvia, Lithuania and other territories. A state
system for the sale of slaves was organized, which
was known to a wide range of the population of the
Third Reich, including rural residents.

The treatment of slaves was appropriate: mur-
der for the slightest offense, beating ad nauseam,
torture, placement under arrest with deprivation
of food for several days, the use of sophisticated
torture, in which the owners of enterprises, chiefs,
officials of military and construction formations,

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military personnel, police officers and citizens-
slaveholders are guilty.

The norms of allowance for Ostarbeiters, which
corresponded to the norms for prisoners of war,
were not observed everywhere. The lack of cloth-
ing, medical care, low nutritional standards, along
with regular beatings on minor occasions, threats to
be sent to a concentration camp indicate that many
slaveholders, sharing the Nazi ideology, considered
Ostarbeiters not even as a talking instrument of la-
bor, but as representatives of an inferior race subject
to destruction. This explains the fact that in many
cases elementary conditions haven't been estab-
lished for maintaining life, working capacity and
childbearing, similar to those that should be created
for livestock.

From the interrogation of a prisoner of war
Raitzuk EG., born in 1895 from 20.07.1944:

In 1943-1944 several thousands of Soviet citi-
zens were forcibly taken from Minsk to Germany to
work in military factories. Most of them are young
people aged 17-18. Due to the advance of Red Army
troops, on June 29, 1944, the General Commissar of
the city of Minsk, Becker, gave the order to deport
all able-bodied Soviet citizens to Germany, but this
order hasn’t been implemented [6].

Gordich A.Ya., born on 05.10.1932, explained
that in the spring of 1942, German soldiers, along
with her parents, with her pregnant sister and her
husband, drove her to work in Germany. Having
driven them to the Yukhnovichi station, they em-
barked them into freight cars and brought them to
a concentration camp near Frankfurt in Germany.
They haven't been fed along the way. They wanted
to burn the mother together with her in furnaces,
designed to kill people, but for some reason the de-
cision to kill them was postponed. In the concentra-
tion camp, they were fed turnips mixed with toad
eggs, beaten, tortured and hallowed. A few months
later, her family was taken from the camp to per-
form work on his household "bauer". She worked for
the "Bauer" under the threat of being sent back to

a concentration camp near Frankfurt. Her sister's
baby born died [6].

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The facts of humane treatment towards the Be-
larusian eastern slaves by the "masters" in the Third
Reich contradicted the requirements of German leg-
islation and the general Nazi policy, in connection
with which each such fact equaled to a crime. Sexual
intercourse between Germans and Eastern workers
was forbidden, as it contradicted the principle of the
purity of Aryan blood. For violation of this prohibi-
tion, the Ostarbeiter was punished by death.

The status of "ostarbeiter” was not limited by
any duration or terms of the contract. Those who
received a disability in the course of exploitation
considered that they will be released. Self-harm and
disability were considered by Eastern workers as the
only realistic way to return to their homeland. At
the same time, in a number of cases, the residen-
tial buildings of the Ostarbeiters stolen to Germany,
along with the remaining property, were burned [6].

Plusheva T.N., born on May 20, 1922, testified
that in 1943 she lived in the village of Nosovichi,
Gomel region. During the retreat, the Germans

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burned the houses in the village, and drove people
into columns to be sent to Germany. On the way
they were forced to dig trenches. At Zhlobin station,
they were loaded into freight cars and taken to Ger-
many. After disembarkation, they were placed in the
camp barracks, where they were given work clothes
with the inscription "OST". They were involved in
the performance of agricultural work in the interests
of the "bauers” in the vicinity of the city of Belzig.
They were fed once a day with gruelwater with spin-
ach, sometimes she was fed with carrots. The Ger-
man housewife repeatedly beat her, drag by hair, not
only for poor quality of work, but also for reading
newspapers. She also made me to rip nettles with
bare hands[6].

The deportation of children for forced labor
was also widespread. There have been cases of
children being used as donors.

Thus, in the Krasny Bereg educational farm in
the Zhlobin district of the Gomel region in 1943, a
prefabricated camp for children aged 8 to 14 years
was created, which lasted until June 25, 1944. Chil-
dren were forcibly taken away from their mothers
in Zhlobin, Rogacheyv, Streshin, Dobrush and other
districts and drove to this point, where they under-
went a medical examination and went to Germany
to take blood for the treatment of wounded German
officers. In total, 1,990 children were taken away for
these purposes [6].

From the testimony of Govorushko (Plokhotska-
ya) R.A. and Osyanina (Trotskoy) M.I.:

In June 1944, the Germans and the police forci-
bly took them away from their mothers and brought
them to the village of Krasny Bereg. On the territo-
ry of the former the estates of the Kozel-Poklevskys
washed them, cleaned them and gave them some
kind of injection, like an inoculation against small-
pox. Then they were embarked on a train and taken
to the city of Desau in Germany, where they were
‘used for work at some enterprise. After liberation
of the city of Desau by American troops, they were
sent home [6].

From the protocol of the interrogation of the.for-
\mer soldier of the 45th German infantry division
| A. Bidenek:

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14 who were sent to Germany. He, with a team
of soldiers, embarked about 50 children and 3 old
people, into the car, and also guarded the cars with
children so that the latter would not run away. He
brought three old men to the camp, located in the
village. Shchedrin, and the children — to the assem-
bly point of station Krasny Bereg. What happened
to the old people after, he does not know. In total,
on station Krasny Bereg about 1,000 people were
assembled [6].

Parazhinskaya V.M., born 06.11.1938, ex-
plained that in August 1941 the Germans bombed

| her village, loaded all the survivors into cars and

brought them to Estonia, where they placed them
on terrain compartment, brushy and fenced with
barbed wire. Nearby, near the sea, there was a fish
factory, where adults were driven to work, and the
children sat hungry in shrubs behind barbed wire.
They haven’t been fed, some of the sympathetic local
residents gave them bread and potatoes. After, all
the children and adults were put on a ship and tak-
en to Germany, where they were placed in a camp,
in different barracks. Along the way, the German
soldiers threw overboard into the open sea those
people, who were seasick and vomited. In the camp,
adults were taken to work in shackles, and the chil-
dren were given some kind of injections, from which
they died. They were fed with some kind of "green
concoction”. After that, bauer took her and her
\mother to his estate, where mother worked in the
field from dark till dawn. Subsequently, mother died

of typhus.

Various kinds of collaborators voluntarily con-
tributed to the implementation of the policy of
genocide of Nazi Germany. During the war years,
Polish, Ukrainian and Baltic nationalists, in an effort
to realize their political aspirations, encroached on
the territorial integrity of Belarus.

Ukrainian collaborators

During the investigation, documentary evidence
was obtained of the participation of Ukrainian col-
laborators in the destruction of civilians in Belarus.

The tragedy of the village of Khatyn, burned
down together with its inhabitants by the Ukrainian
police, will remain in the memory of Belarusians
forever.

On May 27, 1943, they, as part of the 118th po-
lice battalion, took part in the burning of the village.
Nivki of Borisov district, Minsk region, as a result,
50 houses were burned down.

From the materials of the criminal case:
Ukrainian collaborators Lakusta G.G., Kurka
M.D., Knap O.E, Lozinsky I.M. and Sakhno S.V,
under the leadership of the chief of staff of the
battalion Vasyura G.N., other unidentified police
-oﬁ‘icers of the 118th security police battalion on
March 22, 1943, massacred civilians in the village
of Khatyn, Logoisk district, Minsk region.
All the inhabitants of the village, including
children, were driven into a barn, which, together
', with the people, was set on fire and at the same time
.they shot those who tried to escape from the fire.
As a result, 149 people were killed, including
43 women and 75 children. The village which
consists of 26 households, was completely burned
" down [6].

On the same day, they attacked the village of Su-
toki, where they killed several people, including a
baby, drove 489 head of cattle, and burned the vil-
lage.

The eight-year-
old son of Mytnik Stepan, who ran out of the house
and tried to escape, was captured by the punishers
and thrown into the fire.

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In the village of Krivaya Polyana on April 9,
1943, the punishers shot about 20 people, looted
their property, and burned the village.

Continuing the punitive operation, the punish-
ers organized raid on the inhabitants of the village of
Sukhoi Ostrov, hidden in the forest. They found two
groups of people and shot them.

Then they found another group of 50 people,
drove them to the village, closed them in one of
the houses and shot some of them, and burned the
rest alive. Property was plundered, the village was
burned.

In April 1943, the same unit of punishers
plundered the property of the inhabitants of the
villages of Pogrebishche, Mostishche, Oleshniki,
Molod of the Logoisk district, and the able-bodied
population of these villages was driven into slavery.

On May 8, 1943, the punishers massacred the
inhabitants of the village of Yanushkovichi, shot
139 people, looted property and burned the village.

At the same time, about 30 people were shot in
the village of Stoyki, buildings were set on fire.

On May 9, 1943, the punishers attacked the vil-
lages of Kuzevichi and Dobrenevo, Logoisk district.

In the village of Kuzevichi, the punishers have
driven into a barn and executed by shooting 19 peo-
ple. The barn with the corpses was set on fire.

On May 12, 1943, during an operation against
partisans and civilians on the territory of the Minsk
region, all the inhabitants of the village of Lesina in
the amount of 180 people were driven into a barn,
some of them were shot, and most of them were
burned alive, property was looted, the village was
burned.

From May 20 to June 26, 1943, the 118th police
battalion took part in the large-scale punitive opera-
tion "Cottbus" on the territory of the Begoml district
of the BSSR (in 1960 the district was liquidated and
divided between the current Dokshitsy and Lepel
districts of the Vitebsk region and the Borisov dis-
trict of Minsk region).

According to the combat report of battle group
manager von Gottberg on the conducted operation
"Cottbus" from June 28, 1943, in which the 118th
police battalion participated: 6,087 people were
killed in battles, executed by shooting 3,709, cap-
tured 599, working force captured: men 4,997, wo-
men 1,056. From agricultural products seized: 3262
of large cattle, 2182 sheeps, 904 horses, 153 pigs,
1,618 sheepskins, 684 tons of grain, 24 tons of pota-

It was established that on May 2, 1943 puni-
shers with the participation of 57th Ukrainian po-
lice battalion of the SS burned the village of
Zastarinye of Gorodishche district of Bara-
novichi region. As a result of this operation, more
than 200 civilians were killed. People were shot,
entering the houses. Part of people in the amount
of 40-50 people were driven in the school premi-
ses, after which the school building was set on fire.

The methods were extremely cruel. Innocent
people were shot in houses, on the street, in the
forest, the inhabitants of settlements were dri-
ven into separate buildings and burned alive, old
people, women and children were killed [6].

Polish nationalist formations
of the Home Army

The Polish nationalist underground set as its
goal the return of "eastern territories", lost in 1939.
During the period of German occupation, the ad-
ministrative apparatus in the Baranovichi, Belostok,
Vileika, Lida, Slonim districts consisted mainly of
Poles.

In February 1942, the Home Army was created
by merging a number of Polish underground orga-
nizations. After the severance of diplomatic rela-
tions between the Soviet Union and the Polish gov-
ernment in exile since the spring 1943, the actions of
the Home Army acquired a distinct anti-Soviet and
anti-Belarusian character.

In the directive documents, determining the ac-
tivities of the Home Army on the occupied territory
of Belarus directly stated: "Every Pole should know
that German and a Belarusian are enemies of the
Polish people... The Poles must by all means com-
promise the Belarusians before the Germans..."

Separate formations of Home Army fought either
against the Germans or Soviet Belarusian partisan
detachments, others — only against the Belarusian
partisans (the districts of Nalibokskaya Pushcha,
Novogrudok, Vilenshchyna).

In a number of cases, the German occupiers sup-
plied the units of the Home Army with weapons,
concluded agreements on the organization of joint
actions against the Belarusian partisans (Stolbtsy,
Lida formations of the Home Army).

In order to cleaning-up the territory from the
unwanted population that did not support the Po-

Witness A.V. Shugalo, a resident of the village
of Ogorodniki of local counsil Goncharsky of Lida
district, reported that in 1943 a gang of White Poles
"Ragnerovtsy" drove 14 local residents from the vil-
lage of Ogorodniki to the village of Tabola of Lida
district, and shot 14 local residents, one of them was
his grandfather Tsyganets Konstantin Nikolaevich,
born in 1911. Indicates that after the execution, the
local residents were covered with earth in a pit pre-
pared in advance before the execution. A few weeks
later, local residents and relatives of the dead dug out
the dead and transported them for burial to the cem-
etery in the village of Ogorodniki, where they were
buried, including his grandfather K.N.Tsyganets, in
a communal grave.

"Ragner" division of Home Army on April 18,
1944 arrested in the village of Selets of Lida district
about 20 civilians, who were taken to the village of
Goldovo of Lida district. Their "trial" was conducted
there: 13 people were sentenced to death.

From the testimony of witness M.K. Fedyukev-
ich, born in 1934, a resident of the village of Selets
of Lida district, testified that in 1944, on the second
day of Easter, White Poles came to their house and
forced her father to put in harness a horse-drawn
wagon. The White Poles ordered the father to take
civilians from the village of Selets to the village of
Goldovo in the Lida region. Fedyukevich M.K.
was a direct witness to those events. On that day,
the White Poles took from the village of Selets, as
she remembers, one of the brothers by the name of
Kleyda, the husband and wife Ganevichy, a neighbor
Guido (born in the village of Dyatlovo), when she
was taken there was a baby in her arms, the "White
Poles" snatched the child from her hands and threw
him aside. All the people, according to the list were
put on a wagon, driven by her father and taken to
the village of Goldovo of Lida region, where they
and other civilians of the village of Selets, Lida re-
gion, were brutally tortured (tongues, ears, etc. were
cut off) by White Poles and killed. Only with the ar-
rival of Soviet troops, civilians, who were brutally
tortured and killed by a gang of White Poles were
excavated and transported to the village of Selets for
reburial.

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In the course of the investigation, facts of mur-
ders under similar circumstances by units of the
Home Army of at least 30 residents of the village of
Dokudovo, Lida district and nearby farms were es-
tablished [6].

Executions of civilians from the village of Selets,
the village of Ogorodniki, the village of Dokudovo
and nearby farms were carried out by units of the
Home Army under the command of "Ragner". "Rag-
ner'. — Cheslav Zayanchkovsky, commanded the
unit of the Home Army "South", the second name
of the unit is "Nadnemanskoye formation". It ope-
rated in Novogrudok, Dyatlovo, Lyakhovichi, Lida
and Zheludok districts [6].

The witness Resukhin A.I. reported that his
mother's family, purely peaceful people, namely,
parents and five children (the youngest was 11 years
old) were shot by members of the Home Army. The
Home Army didn't allow to bury them for a week.
His mother miraculously escaped thanks to the help
of the partisans. In addition to his relatives, in the
same period, the Home Army shot another family
from among civilian polulation.

From the order on the partisan brigade named
after Stalin from May 12, 1944 No. 028, it follows
that “08.05.1944 the Belopolskaya gang (that is, the
formation of the Home Army) consisting of up to
500 bandits, incl. 250 horsemen began the offensive
from three directions in order to destroy the parti-
san detachment "Bolshevik" of 120 people, named
after Ryzhak — 30 people, named after Stalin —
40 people, located in the Dzerzhinsk district.

The partisan detachments gave a fight to the Be-
lopolskaya gang, which was several times superior
to the forces of the partisans. For 4.5 hours they
fought with undaunted courage and bravery. The
Belopolskaya gang of 500 people, unable to with-
stand an open battle and a decisive attack of 150
brave partisans, became dismayed and fled in panic,
each thinking only about saving their own skins.

On the night of June 29-30, 1944, the Home
Army unit “OST”, formed from former German
police officers, arrested about 30 civilians from the
Radunsky district (now the Voronovsky district).
Citizens were arrested in the village of Zabolot and
nearby villages. Members of the Home Army units
identified during the investigation took part in the
arrest of civilians: Pyshinsky A.I., Sobolevsky Z.M.,
Kotsot V.A., Volsky S.I. [6].

From the report of the brigade commander
named after Shchors Klyuchnik and the commissar
Levankova:

"On May 1, 1944, at 15:00, the legion, together
with the Rakov police, decided to attack the village
of Davinyachi of the Treskovsky village council in
order to rob the latter. Having assembled a force in
the amount of 100 people, the legions and the police
moved along the road going from Rakov to Minsk...
The police and the legion broke into the village
'.di’ld committed atrocities. They burned all the
n,buzldmgs took away and robbed all the property,
kzlled 5 residents who did not have time to escape.

.-Consequently, 20 families of up to 130 people were

| left without shelter and means of sustenance'.

During the investigation, it was established that
Sobolevsky Z.M.,Kotsot V.A., Volsky S.I. before join-
ing the formation "Ost" of the Home Army, served
in the German police.

After the arrest by detachments of the Home
Army, civilians were escorted to the Vasilishky dis-
trict (now the Shchuchin district) to the Ostrovo
farm, located near the village of Glinichi, where a
“trial" was conducted, during which 14 arrested
people were shot, and the rest of the citizens were
subjected to various corporal punishments (beating
with ramrods, cut off women’s hair). Detachment
commander; in a division "Ost" of the Home Army
was a poruchik with a pseudonym "Vitek" (last
name and first name not established). He also or-
dered the types of torture that were carried out by
subordinates.

The investigation also established the fact of ac-
tive direct participation in the mass execution in the
summer of 1942 of civilians in the village of Vasil-
ishki in the amount of more than 2,000 people of the
head of the German police of this village V.Yu. Ye-
zhevsky., who has been acting since 1940 as a mem-
ber of an underground Polish organization, which
was later renamed the Home Army. Ezhevsky V.Yu.
before the liberation of the territory of the BSSR by
the Red Army, left the German police to one of the
detachments of the Home Army [6].

Detachments of the Home Army, which support-
ed the Nazi punitive units and carried out military
operations against partisans and civilians, also oper-
ated on the territory of the Minsk region [6].

bers, including about 20,000 members of the Ho-
me Army. In 1944 more than 800 gang attacks and
terrorist attacks, sabotage were carried out. Du-
ring 1944-1947, gangs of Home Army carried out
575 terrorist acts, 39 acts of sabotage, 252 attacks
on state institutions and enterprises. At the hands
of Polish nationalists, 96 employees of the Ministry
of Internal Affairs - Ministry of State Security were
killed, 25 officers and 82 sergeants, ordinary troops
of the Ministry of Internal Affairs and the Soviet
Army, 290 party and Soviet activists, 1,031 citizens,
166 people were injured, 37 people were driven by
bandits.

The Home Army was officially disbanded on
January 19, 1945, however, some local structures
did not obey this decision and continued terror
against government officials, civilians, as well as
attacks on trade and financial institutions.

The last armed group of Home army was dis-
covered and liquidated on March 20, 1953 in the
village of Samarovichi of Zelva district [29, pp. 481-
493].

Lithuanian and Latvian formations

As part of the investigation of the criminal case,
the facts of the destruction of villages and civilians
by Lithuanian military-police formations on the ter-
ritory of the Minsk region were established.

Together with the German army, Lithuanian
paramilitary police units operated on the territory
of the Volozhin district in the villages of Dory and
Ugly.

Facts of criminal activity of Lithuanian mili-
tary-police formations were also identified in the
village of Mokritsa of Myadel district.

During the interrogation of the former minor
prisoner Lomot A.P. the circumstances of the burn-
ing of the village of Mokritsa in September 1943
were established. Representatives of the Lithuanian
police formations were involved in these atrocities
along with the Germans [6]

Participation is established in the period from
June 1941 to July 1944 on the territory of the mod-
ern Republic of Belarus of Lithuanian collaborating
units (self-defense formations, construction battal-
ions, local militia of Lithuania) and auxiliary police
battalions of the German Reich Security Police in
the massacre of civilians.

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From the testimony of witness Trifonova G.V.,
born on 02.03.1954 (informed from the words of
mother — Balashko A.P, born in 1919):

In 1943, Germans, policemen (Soviet citizens
who decided to take the side of the Germans), Litvaks
("soldiers” from Lithuania) and Bandera supporters
("soldiers” from Ukraine) came to the village of
Dory, they has machine guns and white-red-white
armbands on their military uniform, and they were
.also with white-red-white flags. On July 23, 1943,
‘policemen, Litvyaks and Bander supporters drove
about 400 residents of the village of Dory, including
children, into the local church, surrounded it with
hay and straw, underpropped all the exits and
.stood at the windows of the church with machine

‘guns in order to prevent the exit of people during
'a fire. They burned this church with people. Before
fhat, these "strangers” went from house to house,
took valuables and burned their houses. The whole
tvillage of Dory was burned to ash.

Thus, the 3rd company of the Lithuanian po-
lice (later included in the 257th police battalion)
from April 1943 participated in punitive operations
against the civilian population of the BSSR on the
territory of the Oshmyany region [6].

The 2nd (later 12th) Lithuanian auxiliary police
battalion under the command of Antanas Ludviko
Impulevicius-Impulenas (known by the nickname
"Minsk Butcher"), formed from among the people
who lived on the territory of the modern Republic
of Lithuania, participated in the atrocities.

This battalion, together with other military-
police formations, took part in the punitive opera-
tion "Winter Magic" (February-March 1943),
the purpose of which was to create a "dead land",
in other words, a territory where residence and pres-
ence of population was not possible, in a strip with
width of 30-40 kilometers along the Latvian bor-
der. During this operation, with the participation of
the personnel of the indicated battalion, 387 settle-
ments were destroyed, more than 13,000 civilians

From the testimony of Grel E.N., 04.11.1936

In the autumn of 1943, the village of Mokritsa
was surrounded by the Nazis (local people told that
they were Lithuanians), they drove all the villagers
into the field, and the village was set on fire,
subsequently they were all taken to Germany [6].

forcibly driven for forced labor. As a result, the
population of Drissa, Osveya and Rossony dis-
tricts has significantly decreased. In particular, the
population of the Osveya district of the Vitebsk
region, which numbered 21,062 people by the be-
ginning of the war, decreased by the time of liber-
ation from Nazi occupation to 8,070 people, that
is, more than 60%. Only those who managed to
escape from the punishers in forests and swampy
areas were saved. Other residents of the district
died or were taken to places of detention. In the
Drissa region, from 42,062 inhabitants of the pre-
war period, by the time the territory was liberated
from the Nazi occupation, 22,016 inhabitants or
52% remained alive [6].

In the Osveya district of the Vitebsk region of
the BSSR alone, at least 3,639 civilians, including
at least 2,118 children under 12, were killed with
the participation of the 2nd Lithuanian auxiliary
police battalion. So, during the operation in Feb-
ruary 1943, the inhabitants of the village of Lade-
levo were forcibly placed in two houses: men -
in the house of Putro, women and children -
in the barn, which were then set on fire. Only
two residents managed to escape, the rest were
killed in the manner described above. Family
of M.A. Durbo was forcibly placed in the Salas-
pils death camp (Riga), where spouses and chil-
dren were kept separately, subjected to violence
and did not receive the necessary food, medi-
cal care, and rest. Children were forcibly taken
blood for German soldiers. Husband and children
of M.A. Durbo died as a result of torture. In Feb-
ruary 1943, the population of the village of Tro-
dovichi, including women and children, was driv-
en to Sidorova's house, which was set on fire by
the punishers. Trying to save themselves, people
ran out of the house. Punishers killed them by
throwing grenades and shooting from machine
guns. All the villagers died. In the same period
(February 1943), all 114 residents of the village of
Kazalevshchino, Kiselevsky village council of the
Osveya district, were burned, including 30 men,
41 women, 43 children. Children were burned in
front of adults in one of the houses, and then the
rest of the residents were burned [6].

In addition, a number of deeds, committed by
units of the Latvian paramilitary formations, which
also participated in February — March 1943 in the

While in captivity, I heard
from local residents that in the village of Ugly, with
‘the participation of soldiers from Lithuania and
Ukraine, in 1943 about 50 civilians were shot, some
of them were buried alive, as people said that the
earth moved at the burial site. After her arrest, she
was sent to Germany for forced labor. She lived in

punitive operation "Winter Magic", have been es-
tablished by now. The 266th, 269th, 273rd, 277th,
278th, 279th, 280th and 281st Latvian police battal-
ions took part in this operation as part of the Schro-
eder group [6] .

Operational order No. 14 to the combat groups
of Issershtedt, Knecht and Schroeder on the prepa-
ration and tasks for conducting a punitive oper-
ation in the area of Lisno-Milovidy-Boyki from
07.03.1943, during conduction of the operation it is
necessary to burn the settlements and farms, locat-
ed in the forests. The population and livestock were
subject to forced transportation.

According to the combat order from 25.03.1943
No. 15 of the executive management of the SS and
the "Ostland" police of SS Obergruppenfiihrer
Jeckeln on cleaning-up the territory along the Lat-
vian border in the Sebezh region, in Schroeder’s
group 273rd, 280th, 281st Latvian police batta-
lions participated in the operation, in the Knecht’s
group - 276th, 277th, 279th, 282nd Latvian police
battalions [6].

From the report on the combat activities of the
278th police battalion from 16 to 20 of February,
1943: "moving through the village of Limovka and
further, the company eliminated around 100 ban-
dits and bandit accomplices [as the occupiers called
the partisans], burned the village, since at that time
the Security Service was operating in another settle-
ment" [6].

During one of the punitive actions (Belyany vil-
lage, Yukhnevich family), eight years old boy, before
being killed, a five-pointed star was carved on his
chest with a knife, after that he was thrown into the

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fire. The head of another one and a half year old
boy, before being thrown into the fire, was smashed
by the punisher and his fingers were pulled out. A
seven-year-old girl was stabbed to death, and their
mother was cut and burned. In the village of Bor-
isovo, all family members had their arms and heads
twisted, before they were killed by drowning in the
Svolno River [6].

Only a small part of the civilian population
was shot. Most were killed by burning, drowning,
infliction of wounds that led to a long and painful
death.

In the Polotsk region, from February 9 to Febru-
ary 11, 1943, in the villages of Sestrinki, Cherneya,
Zelenka, Sukhoi Bor, B. Zhartsy, 192 civilians were
killed. In the village Zelenko a rusty nail was ham-
mered into the head of a citizen M.Z. Zhogaleva and
she was burned in her house together with her three
children aged 1, 2 and 5 [6].

According to archival documents in the puni-
tive operation "Spring Holiday" (Fruhlingsfest),
which was carried out from April 11 to May 4, 1944
against partisans and civilians of the Ushachi-Le-
pel zone on the territory of Belarus, as part of the
"Jeckeln group” military operations and punitive ac-
tions were carried out by the 2nd Liepaja and 3rd
Cesis police regiments with the participation of the
5th Latvian border regiment and units of the 15th
Latvian division of the SS troops with the the same
level of cruelty [6].

According to available data, in mid-December
in 1943, in the villages of Knyazevo (Krasnoye),
Barsuki, Rozalino and others, which were occupied
by German units, when they were replaced by the
Latvian units of the SS, terror immediately began.
Residents were forced to scatter the forests at night,
hiding behind sheets as a disguise. Around these
villages lay many corpses of women and old peo-
ple. According to eyewitnesses, on April 23, 1944,
during a conversation with several soldiers of the
Latvian SS units in the village of Morochkovo, on
the question why the corpses of murdered wom-
en, old people and children, hundreds of unburied
corpses lie around the village, the latter answered
that they killed them in order to destroy as many
Russians as possible, and they burned some of the
children, women, old people alive [6].

After the departure of this Latvian unit, straw and
ashes were dug up in the burnt hut and 7 half-burned
corpses were removed from there. The women. All

of them had a wire tied to their leg, nailed to the
door frame with the other end. In early May, in the
area of village of Kobyliniki, in one of the hollows
there were about 3,000 bodies of executed peasants,
mostly the corpses of women and children. The sur-
viving residents said that the Latvian SS battalions
were engaged in executions [6].

Witness Litvin A.M. - Head of the Center for
Military History of Belarus of the State Scientific In-
stitution "Institute of History of the National Acad-
emy of Sciences of Belarus" testified that in 1992,
within the scopes of a criminal case initiated by the
Scottish Ministry of Justice against Antanas Gatse-
vichus, he worked as part of an expert group inves-
tigating the participation of the second company of
2nd Lithuanian SS police battalion in the massacres
on the territory of Belarus. Antanas Gacevicius, who
was a member of the Lithuanian police battalion,
was suspected in participation in the mass execu-
tions of a Jewish population on the territory of the
BSSR in 1941-1944 [6].

During the investigation of a criminal case, a list
of 134 still living servicemen of the Latvian SS Le-
gion was requested, including those who served in
the Latvian Waffen-SS volunteer divisions, police
battalions and other formations, collaborating with
the Nazi occupiers [6].

Taking into account the information received,
instructions were sent to Lithuania, Latvia, Canada,
the United States, Great Britain, Argentina, Brazil
and Australia on the provision of legal assistan-
ce — the interrogation of persons, whose names were
established during the investigation, as well as the
execution of other investigative actions in the terri-
tory of these states [6].

In August 2021, the General Prosecutor’s Office
of the Republic of Belarus received a refusal to exe-
cute the order from the General Prosecutor’s Office
of the Republic of Latvia, the refusal was substanti-
ated by the political motives of the criminal case, as
well as the state security of Latvia. Thus, the con-
fidentiality of information about the members of
the Latvian SS Legion and other formations that
collaborated with the Nazi troops is a condition of
the state security of Latvia [6].

Other requests for legal assistance on the crimi-
nal case were ignored.

General Prosecutor’s Office of the Republic of Latvia expressed highest consider-
ation to the General Prosecutor’s Office of the Republic of Belarus and informs, that
the request of competent authorities of Republic of Belarus on provision of legal assis-
tance on criminal case No. 21028030022 has been considered. On the basis, provided
in the article 17 of Agreement between General Prosecutor’s Office of the Republic of
Latvia and the Republic of Belarus on legal aid and legal relations on civil, family and
criminal cases from 21.02.1994, Latvian republic considers that it is impossible fulfill
this request on the grounds of predominant political grounds.

In the declaration from 29.10.1998 Seim of Latvian Republic noted the histori-
cal aspect of formation of Latvian SS legion, highlighted unacceptability of existing
speculations regarding the motives of citizens, who fought in the ranks of Latvian
legion and their possible participation in punitive actions against civilians on the oc-
cupied territories of former USSR. Execution of received request on legal assistance
inevitably will sustain damage to the sovereignty of Latvian Republic and endanger its
citizens, will create risk of state security of Latvia.

In connection with the circumstances of General Prosecutor’s Office of the Re-
public of Latvia refuse to execute the request of General Prosecutor’s Office of the
Republic of Belarus.

ECONOMIC DAMAGE

Trying to destroy the national statehood, econ-
omy and culture of the Belarusian people, the Ger-
man invaders destroyed collective farms and state
farms, industrial enterprises, universities and re-
search institutes, theaters, hospitals and schools.

As of 1946, only direct damage caused to en-
terprises, organizations, institutions, collective
farms and citizens amounted to 74,970.2 million
rubles. At the same time, 28,996.8 million rubles
to state enterprises and institutions, 19,389.9 mil-
lion rubles to collective farms, and 23,600 million
rubles to citizens. Destroyed and burned 209 cities,
9,200 villages and settlements, 1,270 thousand build-
ings. Long-term negative consequences significantly
increase the indicated figures [38].

The greatest harm has been caused to the organi-
zations of railway transport (8118.2 million rubles),
industry (6225.2 million rubles) and housing and
communal services (4689.7 million rubles).

1203 buildings of railway depots, railway stations
were destroyed and damaged, more than 107 thou-
sand units of railway rolling stock, bridges with a
length of 71.9 km.

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In industry (the damage exceeded 6 billion ru-
bles), the food, metal-working, machine-building,
and timber industries sustained damage to the hig-
hest degree.

194 sawmills and furniture factories, 62 flax fac-
tories, Minsk Radio Plant, Mogilev Pipe-casting
plant, Orsha Metalworking Plant, and others were
completely destroyed.

Agriculture was subjected to barbaric destruc-
tion. Most of the losses were sustained by agricul-
tural enterprises of the Vitebsk and Mogilev regions.
10,000 collective farms, 92 state farms, 316 machine
and tractor stations were destroyed.

100,449 cattle yards and other special buildings
for cattle breeding, buildings of elevators and grana-
ries, and vegetable storehouses were destroyed and
damaged. 702,918 units of agricultural machinery
were destroyed, looted and taken away.

8.7 million head of livestock and 9 million
head of poultry in total for a total amount of over
9,844,233 thousand rubles was destroyed, taken and
stolen [38].

2,187 buildings of hospitals and outpatient clin-
ics, 11,557 educational institutions, 218 churches,
66 Catholic churches were destroyed and damaged.

1,133,000 copies of books and magazines were
destroyed in Science and research institutes, Medi-
cal and sanitary institutions.

The German invaders eliminated, burned and
destroyed the Belarusian State University with the
Zoological and Mineralogical Museums, all 5 teach-
ers' institutes, 4 pedagogical institutes, institute
of journalism, the Republican Political Education
School, etc.

5,000 theaters and clubs were destroyed, 3,077
libraries with a total volume of assets over 4.12 mil-
lion copies were destroyed. The most valuable his-
torical archive of the Academy of Sciences of the
BSSR was looted, a library with 784,500 volumes,
scientific papers,

The most valuable assets of the Republic's
libraries were plundered by representatives of op-
erational headquarters of Reichsleiter Rosenberg
for the occupied territories, which was established
in March 1942 to check and confiscate books from
libraries and other cultural institutions in the oc-
cupied areas.

scientific libraries, containing the most valuable
collections, which were taken to Germany, were
plundered.

Along with the book assets, the reference and
bibliographic apparatus of the library also sustained
damage, in which the Belarusian and Soviet card in-
dex was of particular value.

During the bombardment of Minsk on June 24,
1941, on fire, most of the buildings of theaters and
other cultural institutions.

Using barbaric methods, the German invaders
destroyed and plundered institutions of culture, sci-
ence and education. The most valuable paintings,
manuscripts, engravings, items of national clothing
were taken to Germany, and everything else was de-
stroyed.

Many works of art were taken — stored in the
State Art Gallery of the BSSR about 1,700 paintings
and icons, more than 50 sculptures, 313 musical
instruments, 142 thousand volumes of the notes li-
brary, 70.5 thousand art books, 1,242 exhibit items
of painting (including paintings of artists Repin,
Levitan, Serov, Aivazovsky, etc.), 89 sculptures (Ra-
strelli, Klodt, Antakolsky and others), 1,600 items of
artistic furniture and porcelain [6].

The damage caused to the economy and cul-
ture of Belarus has not reimbursed.

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THE HEROISM OF THE PEOPLE

During the most difficult period of the Great Pa-
triotic War, millions of residents of Belarus took an
active part in defending state independence. It was
a voluntary patriotic impulse, which contained the
spirit of freedom of the Belarusian people, people’s
readiness to selflessly defend national and state in-
terests. This mass resistance to the aggressors clearly
demonstrated the high morale of the people, the re-
jection of alien ideas and aspirations of the German
Nazis, the desire to defend the freedom and inde-
pendence of Fatherland [29, p. 159].

The most visible evidence of standing up to
the Belarusian statehood was the broadest par-
ticipation of the inhabitants of the occupied ter-
ritory of Belarus in the anti-Nazi resistance. From
the first days of the war, underground institu-
tions and organizations were organized parti-
san groups and detachments were established.
They were organized by party, Soviet, Komso-
mol workers, non-party patriots and military
men who remained in the occupied territory. Nu-
merous centers of anti-German resistance arose
spontaneously, at the initiative of patriots who were
ready to defend the Fatherland, which is evidence
of the high civil, patriotic, spiritual and moral qual-
ities of the citizens of Belarus, their readiness to
selflessly defend Soviet state values and defend the
Fatherland.

Already in the second half of 1941, 231 partisan
formations (detachments and groups) were operat-
ing on the occupied territory of Belarus. Along with
the Belarusian people, patriots of 70 nations and na-
tionalities of the Soviet Union and foreign countries
participated in armed resistance, with a total num-
ber of more than 374 thousand fighters. More than
88% of the partisans were local residents, and 71%
of the combat personnel were ethnic Belarusians.
In addition, about 70 thousand patriots partici-
pated in the underground resistance [29, p. 278-
279,291-292].

For the heroism and courage shown during the
war years, more than 400 thousand Belarusian sol-
diers and natives of Belarus were awarded military
orders and medals of the Soviet Union. Among the
decoration holder of the Order of Glory, 88 of our
countrymen, 449 people became Heroes of the So-
viet Union, P. Golovachev, S. Shutov, I. Gusakovsky,
I. Yakubovsky were given this title twice.

During the Great Patriotic War, 22 of our gene-
rals-countrymen commanded armies, more than
400 Belarusians and natives of Belarus were gene-
rals and admirals. Many of them selflessly partici-
pated in the battles of Brest, Moscow, Stalingrad,
Kursk, liberated the Caucasus, Ukraine, their native
Belarusian land, the Baltic republics, assaulted Ber-
lin and Prague, anticipated liberation the peoples
of Europe from the Nazi yoke. 52 generals com-
manded corps, including eight- mechanized and
tank corps. About 150 people commanded brigades
and divisions.

During the Great Patriotic War, a strong and ir-
reconcilable resistance on the occupied territory of
Belarus between the patriotic part of the Belarusian
society, which defended national and state interests
in the fight against the German invaders, and a small
number of those who collaborated with the occupi-
ers, in essence, betrayed national interests.

The overwhelming majority of the Belarusian
people didn't accept the Nazi ideology and the sys-
tem of the occupation regime, selflessly took part in
an unprecedented struggle against the aggressors of
all time. It was a truly nationwide anti-German re-
sistance movement, aimed at defending the Father-
land, preserving the national traditions and spiritual
values of the Belarusian people, which was a signif-
icant contribution in the common struggle of the
peoples of the Soviet Union against Nazi Germany
[29, p. 427].

German aggression was a trial not only of the
strength of the morale of the Belarusian people,
interethnic and interfaith relations, but also their
ability to uphold national traditions, culture, spiri-
tual life and state system. In essence, the people of
Belarus was presented with a challenge not only of
nation-building, but also the possibility of biologi-
cal existence. And the Belarusian people have made
their choice.

Neither mass repressions, tortures and exe-
cutions of patriots, nor special punitive expe-
ditions against civilians and partisans, burning
of villages and settlements together with people,
the daily indoctrination of the population, didn’t
break the will of the people to resist the aggressors.
The nationwide struggle against the German occu-
piers that was intensive on the occupied territory -
is not only a vivid example of mass heroism, cour-
age and self-sacrificing defense of the Fatherland.

and through the centuries, passing from generation
to generation unprecedented military glory of our
ancestors, who defended their national statehood
[29, p. 428].

TERRIBLE CONTINUITY

During the investigation of a criminal case on the
fact of the commission of genocide by Nazi crimi-
nals, their accomplices, criminal groups during the
Great Patriotic War and in the post-war period on
the territory of the BSSR and other states, a number
of archival sources, video and photographic mate-
rials, other documentary materials on the activi-
ties of collaborationist formations operating under
the control of the German occupation authorities
during the war period (Union of Belarusian Youth,
Belarusian Regional Defense, Belarusian People’s
Self-Help, etc.) has been analyzed .

The political planning of the German adminis-
trative bodies assumed the dependent existence of
Belarus under direct German leadership in order
to supply Army Group "Center" by methods of rob-
bery. Consequently, there could be no political and
economic autonomy. Part of the population, espe-
cially the leaders of the Soviet and party organs, the
intelligentsia and all Jews from the autumn of 1941
were to supposed to be exterminated. Ultimately,
this led to ongoing mass violence, including count-
less murders [30, p. 129-130].

The German occupation authorities had the in-
tention not to use the previously existing state and
party administrative staff, to destroy most of the
functionaries. Therefore, after a short review of the
situation, the military administration called on Be-
larusian emigrants to create new local administra-
tive structures.

During the entire period of occupation, em-
igrants supported by Nazi Germany formed the
top of the collaborationist administration, in other
words, urban and district administrations of the
most important cities and political organizations
[30, p. 240].

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Due to the numerical weakness of their security
and police forces, German occupation authorities
since July 1941 were forced to recruit policemen
from local residents [30, p. 247].

The formation of paramilitary units, the so-cal-
led “eastern battalions” or “schutzmannschaft-
battalions” turned out to be a difficult task for
the occupiers in Belarus. The number of these units
that could be formed from Belarusians was sig-
nificantly less than the number of battalions from
Lithuanians, Letts, Estonians, Ukrainians, and later
Russians.

According to the German historian K. Ger-
lach, initially this was due to the fact that Belaru-
sians were considered sympathetic to the So-
viet system, and later there were not enough peo-
ple who would be fanatical enough in rejection of
the Soviet system. The occupying authorities sent
battalions to Belarus, formulated from represen-
tatives of other nationalities of the Soviet Union.
So, at the beginning of 1943, in the General Dis-
trict of Belarus, there were 15 battalions of Schutz-
manns (about 5,500 soldiers): seven Ukrainian, four
Lithuanian, two Latvian, but only one Belarusian. In
the end, for the entire war it was possible to form
four Belarusian battalions. At the same time, there
were 117 Baltic schutzmannschaft-battalions alone
(they were stationed in different regions of the oc-
cupied territory of the USSR). Also in 1944, military
units, created from Caucasians and Russians were
sent to Belarus. Soldiers were recruited into these
battalions mainly from former Soviet prisoners of
war. Already in July 1941, the formation of combat
units from Ukrainian prisoners of war began [30,
p. 252-254].

In January 1943, the Germans created, on ac-
count of ethnic descent, 13th (Belarusian) battalion
SS under Security Service. Command duties, up to
the company commander, were occupied by Belar-
usians. The tasks and functions of the 13th batta-
lion included: carrying out mass punitive operations
against Soviet partisans on the territory of Belarus,
guarding the territorial bodies of the Security Ser-
vice, prisons, camps, communications, etc.

On the territory of Belarus, the 13th "SS" battal-
ion took part in punitive operations on the territory
of Minsk, Mogilev and Vitebsk regions. In the sum-
mer of 1943, after the destruction of V. Kube, the
battalion took part in operations against civilians in
city of Minsk.

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Even in the documents of the German police
authorities in Belarus, there are numerous facts of
fights, drunken escapades, abuse of weapons and
other similar incidents by policemen. Violations
and murders of civilians were also registered as dis-
ciplinary violations, which were committed mainly
during the resettlement of Jews in the ghetto and lat-
er, during their mass extermination.

And often the local "policemen"” did even more
than what the German authorities demanded of
them. There are numerous occasions when police
officers killed Jewish fugitives from the ghetto, "mis-
taking" them for "Soviet partisans”. Sometimes the
"partisan” was the one whom the policeman simply
did not like. When someone in a town or village de-
nounced someone as a communist, he usually did
it to the local police, who arrested the suspect. Of-
ten this was done with unprecedented cruelty. Hou-
ses in which "Soviet agents" were hiding were often
simply set on fire. When the guilty were not found,
their whereabouts was "identified" through inter-
rogations of relatives, often with use of torture [36,
p. 163-164]

The local police suffered very heavy losses. Thus,
the security forces in the zone of Army Group "Cen-
ter" from August 1942 until the start of the retreat
in June 1944 had up to 4,000 killed. In the summer
of 1944, more than half of the armed collaborators,
having suffered heavy losses, retreated with the Ger-
mans, taking their families with them. A similar oc-
curred in the east of Belarus began already in the
autumn of 1943 [30, p. 255].

Due to the growing strength of the partisan
movement, the collaborationist administration,
namely the raionlyaters and burgomasters, from
1942 were forced to retreat for a while from a num-
ber of regions. In the Minsk-Land region, partisans
destroyed 53 out of 126 rural administrations. The
elders barely dared to put up propaganda posters be-
cause they were torn down from their own homes.
For example, in 1943, in numerous areas of the tri-
angle between the Dnieper and Pripyat, there were
almost no Belarusian village elders or policemen
(30, p. 246).

In the spring and summer of 1942, the German
occupation authorities actively formed pseudo-na-
tional paramilitary organizations for assistance in
the implementation of Hitler's criminal plans. The
decision to create the Belarusian Home Defence
(hereinafter - BHD) was made in July 1942.

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By the decree of the SS Commander of the
General District of "Belarus”, Kurt von Gottberg,
from February 23, 1944, the pro-Nazi armed
formation "Belarusian Regional Defense" (herei-
nafter - BRD) was created to fight the partisans.
According to numerous documentary evidence,
members of the BRD were involved in maintai-
ning order and operations to combat partisans
on the territory of Belarus, and participated in pu-
nitive operations.

The formation of the Belarusian Regional De-
fense as a whole failed due to lack of weapons
and lack of discipline. Some recruits were recrui-
ted in the regional defenses under the threat of
executing by shooting. Some of the recruits were
united in six sapper battalions of the regional de-
fense, others were included in the sapper battalions
of the Wehrmacht. On the basis of the Belarusian
Regional Defense in early 1945, the 30th SS Gren-
adier Division was created. The occupying author-
ity did not achieve its goal of mobilizing all politi-
cal and military forces against the Soviet troops [30,
p. 258-259].

The strong Soviet traditions of Belarus and
poorly expressed nationalism led to the fact that

Newspaper "Pagonya” from May 27, 1944. Ne 42
published a note "To beat the Bandits", which re-
ported on the active work of departments of Be-
larusian Regional Defense. An example is given
when in the village of Sharkovshchina of Glubokoe

I district, one of the representatives of the 16th Be-
larusian Regional Defense battalion on April 29,
1944 "had a fight with bandits, as a result of which
they were killed by a gang: a political instructor and
8 bandits; 11 horses, weapons and important docu-
ments were taken".

In the magazine "Belarus on guard” Ne 1 for
1943: there are articles were published on the "heroic
deeds" — Starobin policemen who in early Septem-
‘ber 1943 in the village of Pachi destroyed a large
forest gang. There were about 270 bandits and 60 po-
licemen. 40 bandits were killed and 30 wounded in
the fight. Gulyaev, the gang's main leader, and his
deputy were killed. The bandits took many guns and
two machine guns, 10 carts and two two-wheelers

‘with ammunition... More than a dozen bandits
- Hled in clashes with Belaruszan police. In the mean-
hme, many forest gangs have been destroyed" [6].

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political organizations, encouraged by the Ger-
man authorities, quickly found themselves isolated
in their nationalist policy. By assembly of political
comrades-in-arms of the Germans the Belarusian
People's Self-Help (Weiflruthenische Selbsthil-
fewerk) created in the autumn of 1941, under the
command by I.A. Ermachenko. Initially, as a cha-
ritable organization, it was supposed to alleviate
the most severe social consequences of the German
famine policy.

The political activities of the Belarusian People's
Self-Help were ultimately as insignificant as their
influence. But other pro-German organizations
emerged from it [30, p. 256-257].

The German occupation authorities in Decem-
ber 1943 created the organization "Belarusian Cen-
tral Rada" (BCR) under the leadership of R. Ostro-
vsky. He, in particular, was given authority in the
field of organization of school education, culture,
social security and supply of evacuated from the
east. But the Central Rada did not have freedom of
action. The budget of the Belarusian Central Rada
had practically only two items of expenditure: 32.5%
went to the administration of schools, 65.7% - to
the military organization "Belarusian Regional De-
fense". Charitable activities were no longer funded
(30, p. 258].

Bannfuehrer V. Schultz was responsible for the
youth policy in the General District of "Belarus”,
who initiated an active work on creation a Belaru-
sian youth union on the model of the Hitler Youth.
At a meeting of Gebietskommissars in Minsk in
April 1943, V. Schultz formulated the tasks of the
Union of Belarusian Youth (UBY).

Specialists of the German special services, to-
gether with the leaders of the Belarusian colla-
borators, selected from among the prisoners of
war, first of all, young, former officers of the Red
Army, who expressed a voluntary desire to serve the
Third Reich. Their ideological leader was the for-
mer head of the Belarusian National Socialist
Party, an emigrant E. Akinchits, who had extensive
experience of cooperation with the Security Service.
From this population training of the senior per-
sonnel of the Union of Belarusian Youth was orga-
nized. With the direct participation of E Akinchits,
the necessary regulatory documents were devel-
oped, including the charter of the Union of Belar-
usian Youth. At the same time, in numerous spee-
ches and leaflets it was emphasized that A. Hitler

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for the first time in history grants the Belarusian
people a national youth organization that will
serve the revival of the Belarusian people. The Union
of Belarusian Youth was built on the model and like-
ness of the Hitler Youth. The Youth Union brought
together children, adolescents, boys and girls aged
from 10 to 20 years. Along with propaganda of
exceptionality and superiority of Belarusian citizens
on the basis of race (was "purely Aryan origin of
Belarusians" was asserted), the charter of the Union
of Belarusian Youth forbade the admission of
"Jewish scum" into its ranks.

A massive agitation and propaganda activity
was launched in cities and towns to involve young
men and women in the Union of Belarusian Youth.
Numerous well-illustrated posters and leaflets were
specially developed and published in the Belaru-
sian language. The organizers actively used nation-
al historical symbols, purposeful efforts were made
for the public exploitation of the Belarusian na-
tional idea [6].

Convocation of the so-called Belarusian People's
Congress (approximately 1000 delegates) in Minsk
on June 27, 1944, just a week before the liberation of
the capital of Belarus by the Soviet units was distinc-
tive. The artillery strikes of the Soviet offensive was
already literally been heard... After the congress, the
delegates were immediately transported to Berlin
in a special train via Koenigsberg and Poznan, and
then initiated further political activities in the Reich,
including among Belarusians, deported to Germany
for forced labor. Many of them continued their ef-
forts against the Soviet Union in exile in the USA,
Great Britain and the Federal Republic of Germany.
Part of the radical politicized formations in modern
Belarus that are in opposition, associate themselves
not only with the figures of the Belarusian Peo-
ple's Rada of 1918, but also with the collaboratio-
nist movement during the German occupation [30,
p. 259-260].

The influence of emigrants, who were used by
the German secret services to develop a pseudo-na-
tional movement, manifested itself in the planting
of symbols (white-red-white flag, coat of arms the
"Pogonya”), cultural traditions (celebration of the
day of the Belarusian People's Republic on March
25) and the norms of the Belarusian language (an
outdated version of the grammar of the Belarusian
language), alien to the population of the BSSR.

White-red-white symbols, images of the "pogo-
nya" began to be used to designate the Belarusian
national identity among voluntary assistants of the
Nazi regime, including armed groups participating
in punitive actions. One of the first armed units that
used collaborationist symbols was the force of the
Minsk city police, in which on December 24, 1941,
insignia was approved for the police, including a
white-red-white cockade with the image of "pogo-
nya" on a headgear.

At the same time, Belarusian Ostarbeiters, forced
for slaved labor on the territory of Germany, who
weren't volunteered by the Nazis, from May 1, 1944
were required to wear a sign, indicating the na-
tional accessory — ribbon with a stylized image of
spike and gear wheel (before 1944, all Ostarbeiters
from the occupied territories of the USSR wore the
"OST" patch without indication of the republic in
which they reside). Collaborationist symbols were
used for propaganda purposes together with the
symbols of the Third Reich and images of Adolf
Hitler, who was glorified as the leader of the Bela-
rusian people, bringing liberation from Jews and
Bolsheviks.

Facts have been established that provide strong
evidence on the awareness of the leadership and ide-
ologists of the so-called Belarusian national self-gov-
ernment bodies and military-police formations on
the actual nature of the actions of the occupying au-
thorities. In addition, the bearers of collaborationist
symbols shared the views of the National Socialists
and actively participated in the organization of ra-
cial cleansing on the territory of the BSSR; exploita-
tion and execution of prisoners of war and civilians;
robbery in favor of Nazi Germany; destruction of
housing and other property, without which the pop-
ulation was foredoomed to a long and painful death;
murders of partisans, members of the underground,
as well as their relatives.

The investigation also hasn’t found any fact of us-
ing the white-red-white flag and coat of arms "Pogo-
nya" in the activity of resistance forces (partisan de-
tachments, underground organizations or groups),
formed from the local population. At the same time,
the scope of the partisan movement on the territo-
ry of the BSSR was so great that it forced Germany
to involve additional forces in carrying out punitive
operations — numerous Ukrainian, Lithuanian, Lat-
vian, Russian police and SS units [6].

White-red-white flag was used by almost
all accomplices of the German invaders in the tem-
porarily occupied territory of the BSSR during the
Great Patriotic War. The 13th Belarusian SS police
battalion under the Security Service, Belarusian
Home Defence, the Belarusian Regional Defense,
the Union of Belarusian Youth, the Belarusian Cen-
tral Rada, etc., used the white-red-white flag as
symbols.

On the basis of the white-red-white flag, various
emblems, insignia, chevrons and other elements of
the uniform of paramilitary collaborationist forma-
tions were made.

Thus, the uniform attributes of members of
the 1st Belarusian SS Volunteer Infantry Brigade,

From the testimony of witness Tonko N.A., born
1in 1936:

The police officers who kept the civilian popula-
tion in the sheds and assisted the German soldiers
in February 1943 in burning the houses of the vil-
lage of Gavrilchitsy in the Luninets district, distin-
guished themselves in a similar way. All policemen
in their locality (the village of Gavrilchitsy of Soli-
gorsk district) wore armbands of white-red-white
color on their sleeves. These persons took part in
cattle lifting and robbery of civilians. From hear-
say of other people, it is known that policemen with
‘bandages were involved in the murder of a small
child who was thrown into a burning house, and
were involved in burning of a barn with people [6].

The uniform of the members of the Union of

The emblem of the Union of Belarusian Youth

This fact indisputably indicates that the use
by someone of the white-red-white flag and the
coat of arms "Pogonya" was a direct indication of
the person's belonging to collaborationist for-
mations.

In 2020, the Republic of Belarus again faced
manifestations of extremism and terrorism under
Nazi symbols.

In the Republic of Belarus, in accordance with
the national legislation, on August 9, 2020, the
elections of the President of the Republic of Bela-
rus were held, in which more than 80% of citizens
voted for the candidacy of the current Head of
State — A.G. Lukashenko.

At the same time, a number of radical individu-
als, before closing the electoral precincts and sum-
ming up the official results of the elections, and also
subsequently, made attempts to overthrow the gov-
ernment by illegal means.

The protesters used specially prepared means
(stones, sticks, barricades, cars, Molotov cocktails).
Often, mass actions were characterized by violent
resistance to the legitimate demands of officials to
stop unauthorized events.

In some cases, the actions taken were aimed
at infliction of maximum damage, for example,
ramming attacks on officials of the internal affairs
bodies. There were calls to commit various acts of
sabotage, including on railway tracks, which could
have resulted in numerous casualties and significant
material damage.

In the course of conduction of activities on en-
forcement of law enforcement officer had to use
physical force, including to suppression of violence.

The socio-political situation in the republic re-
mained tense until the end of 2020. For a long pe-
riod, an unprecedented level of unlawful actions
extremist in nature was recorded in the country:
organization and carrying out of mass riots, acts of
vandalism, associated with damage or destruction
of property, blocking of transport communications,
putting up resistance to law enforcement officers,
calls to violent actions and threats of such actions
against representatives of law enforcement agencies
and members of their families.

White-red-white symbols of radical belarusian
nationalists were purposefully used as artificially
consolidating and identifying during the riots.

At the place of residence of Marusov R.B. a canvas
of white-red-white colors, the book "Colors of the
Parallel World" by the anarchist Dedok N.A., collec-
tive photographs with people who were espoused to
neo-Nazi views. When examining a mobile phone,
photographs with Nazi symbols were found [24].

When conducting searches at the apartment of
the accused Lapenas M.M. white-red-white pan-
els, notebooks with notes on the manufacture and
use of explosives and explosive devices were found
and confiscated; at the apartment of the suspect
Brel D.V flairs, firecrackers, laser pointers, faceplates
for legs, Nazi (fascist) literature, knives, and pneu-
matic gun were found and confiscated [15].

together with other persons since June 2019 du-
ring the preparation and conduct of the elections
of the President of the Republic of Belarus in 2020
organized and held illegal mass events on the
territory of the Republic of Belarus, disseminat-
ed information aimed at aggravating political and
social tensions in the country, including to incite-
ment of hatred on the basis of a different social
affiliation, spoke as a call to action threats against
officials.

During a search on June 4, 2020 in the garden
cottage of S.L. Tikhanovsky’s mother, 900,300 US
dollars, which belonged to Tikhanovsky S.L., were
found and confiscated in the Gomel district and
intended for organization of seizure of power.

Subsequently other persons, in particular Vla-
sov Yul., Kanevskaya T.V., Shabalin A.A., Ivash-
kov D.N., Moroz M.P, trying to accomplish the
criminal intent to seize power by force, prepared
mass riots after the elections, the seizure of admi-
nistrative buildings of government and administra-
tion, including in the city of Gomel.

After the election of the President of the Re-
public of Belarus, members of the so-called Coor-
dinating Council, created by Tikhanovskaya S.G.
and representatives of Babariko’s V.D. election cam-
paign team, in particular Kolesnikova M.A. and
Znak M.A.

These persons conducted preparation to the
activities of blocking of public control and admin-
istration authorities, conduction of siege of their
buildings and structures, seizure and invasion to
the buildings of state authorities and adminis-
tration, remove leaders and persons from duty
performance.

At the same time, in order to ensure the sei-
zure of power in the shortest possible time and
create the necessary conditions for this, a num-
ber of step-by-step instructions were developed,
including on organization of unauthorized mass
events, confrontation, including forceful confron-
tation with law enforcement agencies, disobedience
to their legal requirements, interference in the ac-
tivities of election commissions, blocking and tak-
ing administrative buildings of government and ad-
ministration.

In order to conceal the involvement of the
participants of the conspiracy in the develop-

ment of these plans and instructions, they were
brought to the attention of citizens through
the administrators of telegram channels, cooper-
ating and acting together with the conspirators, in
the global computer network Internet.

At a press conference held in Minsk on Au-
gust 18, 2020, Kolesnikova M.A., Znak M.A., La-
tushko PP, Kovalkova O.A., Dylevsky S.A. and
other persons, self-proclaimed and positioning
themselves as representatives of the overwhel-
ming majority of citizens of the Republic of Belarus,
announced the creation, on the
Tikhanovskaya S.G., of Coordinating Council as
a single representative body of the Belarusian
society for organization of process of transfer
of power. At the same time, since the Constitu-
tion does not allow the creation of public bo-
dies or organizations, authorized to revise the re-
sults of the election of the President of the Re-
public of Belarus, the creation of the indicated

initiative of

Constitutional Council, which determined as its
goal the revision of the election results and the
transfer of power in a manner not provided by
either the Constitution or the electoral legislation,
was unconstitutional.

The real purpose of the creation of the Coordi-
nating Council in the past and now is the coordina-
tion of protest activities. activity on planning, orga-
nization, preparation and implementation of actions
aimed at:

- takeover of state power and the change in polit-
ical leadership in an unconstitutional way;

- incitement of political, ideological and social
hostility or discord;

- organization and implementation of unautho-
rized mass events and riots, other illegal actions
based on political, ideological and social hostility or
discord;

- propaganda of exclusivity, superiority or inferi-
ority of citizens on the basis of their political, ideo-
logical or social affiliation;

- propaganda, public display and distribution of
unregistered symbols, used by participants of the
protest movement (flags of white-red-white color-
ation);

- obstruction of the lawful activities of state au-
thorities and administration, as well as officials of
these bodies; public calls to the abovementioned ac-
tions.

During a search at the place
of residence of Melnikov A.Yu. in the city of Mogi-
lev, brass knuckles were found and confiscated, as
well as hand-made twin-barrel round smooth-bore
weapons[2].

Avtukhovich N.N., Popok A.V,, Sava PM. com-
mitted acts of terrorism: arson, car bomb attacks
of employees of internal affairs bodies in the city
of Volkovysk and Grodno. In the course of the in-
vestigative actions, V. firearms, ammunition, explo-
sives, explosive devices, military ammunition were
discovered and seized, which belong to Avtuho-
vich N.N. and Popok A.V.

The indicated actions of the Avtukhovich N.N
group were provided and coordinated from the
territory of Ukraine, the means and tools of com-
mission of a crime were also provided there, about
which correspondence was conducted, with the
usage of messenger "SIGNAL". With the indica-
ted purpose, Avtukhovich N.N. and members of his
group with the complicity of Snegur V.A. repeatedly
illegally crossed the State border of the Republic of
Belarus with Ukraine

In addition, the group of Avtukhovich N.N.
planned to commit other crimes on the territory

From the simplest, this is auto-
matic pistol silent. But machine guns ... also quiet
ones with silencers are needed. We cannot make noise
in the city, we need to decrease the number of pas-
sengers and calmly take them out of the city. I asked
how much money to promise the guys for the oper-
ation? And I will report regarding the gasoline and
costs (Ukraine)".

"Greetings again, I apologize for the long search
for a person after interrogation. We equip a group
of 10 people. 8 fighters + 2 drivers. Estimated time
of operation from 5 to 10 days. We choose a sui-
table place to meet the guests, they do not move one

It is pos-
sible to make them stop work in the funding will be
provided. With untrained people who are now en-
gaged in surveillance and small-scale nasty stuff, it is
not possible to do serious business. We will soon have
nothing to refuel the equipment with, and we still have
to a lot of work to do. So far, everything is based on the
enthusiasm of the people around me. We set for our-
selves global tasks and goals, to grab power from this
regime and provide an adaptive period during which
the country can be put on the right track. This is a big
task, for which we have a plan".

From the transcript of the conversation of Avtu-
khovich N.N. via mobile communication: "There is a
whole program that will make officials to fear people
more than Lukashenko. We didn’t have funding. Well,
we'll have weapons now, so we can do it all. Some-
thing like this".

From the correspondence of Autukhovich N.N.
in the Internet:

"Next in line is the head of the Volkovysk Regional
Department of Internal Affairs.”

"The war is already planned... We already have
experience. Also constant sabotage on the railway. We
have new technologies of shorting of rails under stones
using magnets. Before leaving, we did this at the rail-
way two times.

When organizing the indicated activity, Avtuk-
hovich N.N. pursued personal political goals re-
lated to the intention, after the illegal overthrow
of the constitutional order, to grab political power
in the Republic of Belarus.

From the correspondence of Avtukhovich N.N.
in the Internet:

"If I enter the political arena, then among all the
contenders, I still have a very strong position to be
a leader. This is not self-assessment, this is the opin-
ion of my associates. Therefore, it all depends on you
now, how quickly I will come out of the shadows
with my political team" [1].

The organization of activities for the illegal
overthrow of power was also carried out from the
territory of foreign states.

During the joint meetings and also during the
video conversations using the Internet, the mem-
bers of the organized group reached a secret agree-
ment on the removal of the highest officials of the
Republic of Belarus from power by illegal depri-
vation of their liberty or murder, and providing to
other persons their positions. According to the ap-
proved scenario, the main stages of the coup, which
was planned for June-July 2021, were the entry of
army units into Minsk and the physical elimination of
the Head of State. Then it was planned to cordon off
law enforcement agencies, takeover buildings in the
center, telecommunications and "appeal to the nation".

From the statements of Zenkovich Yu.: "Goal
number one is to eliminate the most important per-
son; number two — to block the internal troops, Spe-
cial Police Force; number three — to occupy several
symbolic objects in the city center, including a radio
station, television and read an appeal to the na-
tion ... and block Minsk so that external troops could
not be pulled up... If he [the Head of State] is dead,
then no one will defend him... They told me just the
day before yesterday that there is a possibility to com-
pletely block the entire energy system of Belarus... The
guys are now studying the possibilities of seizure of
government communications and blocking of mobile
communication”.

As the next important issue will be addressed,
the "list of officials, subject to arrest" (about 30 peo-
ple) included in the personnel register of the Head
of State [10].

German citizen Hoffman (Khromov) D.V., be-
ing on the territory of foreign states, including Ger-
many, through correspondence in the messenger
"Telegram" with Matveeva N. and other persons, or-
ganized the commission of especially serious crimes
on the territory of the Republic of Belarus and man-
aged their execution.

So, N. Matveeva, acting in accordance with the
instructions received from D. Hoffman (Khromov),

It is
necessary to cut the pneumatics that grips the
barrel, i.e. Disable...".

V. Gulevich, A. Glotov and other persons, acting
in accordance with the instructions received from
D. Hoffman (Khromov), no later than 06:00 min.
On June 27, 2021 attempted to explode the fasteners
of 2 floor wrench snubbing cable of beam "A" of
the antenna mast No. 11 of the radio station "An-
tey", an attempt to blow up the base of the indicated
mast, located on the territory of the communi-
cations center of the Russian Navy. V. Gulevich,

Then, on July 1, 2021, D. Sosnovsky with other
persons arrived at the place of residence of G. Aza-
renok in Minsk, attempted to use violence against
him, captured and deprived him of his freedom, but
D. Sosnovsky was detained by law enforcement of-
ficers.

From the correspondence of D. Hoffman (Khro-
mov) via telegram channel "Telegram": "Some kind of
trigger is needed to bring back the protests. It is nec-
essary to "remove" one person — Azarenok'; "It is the
best way to perform an action for a dirty language —
remove the language, did notkill. "Yasvetki" [suppor-
ters of S. Tikhanovskaya] will be delighted with us.
We need the support of the "yasvetki" ... Knock out
and take the scissors, just cut it off with the scis-
sors and leave. And the picture is awesome, and
the "yasvetki" are happy, and the whole world is in
shock"; "We will do this with two people at once [G.
Azarenok and I. Tur], if we succeed, we will cut off
their tongues, if it does not work out, we will kill
them. On the same day, both of them" [11].

On August 18, 2020, the Supreme Court of the
Republic of Belarus recognized the informal organi-

zation "Civil Self-Defense Detachments of Belarus”
as a terrorist organization in accordance with Art.
23 of the Law of the Republic of Belarus "On Com-
bating Terrorism".

I. Olinevich together with S. Romanov on No-
vember 21, 2020 at approximately 11:00 p.m.., while
on the territory of the prosecutor's office of the Soli-
gorsk district in the city of Soligorsk of Minsk re-
gion, in order to destabilize public order, 4 cars were
set on fire. On the same day, at about 11:00 p.m.
D. Dubovsky, together with D. Rezanovich, set on
fire office premises in the administrative building of
the Soligorsk Interdistrict Department of the State
Committee of Forensic Examinations in the city of
Soligorsk.

On October 28, 2020, I. Olinevich, D. Dubovsky,
S. Romanov and D. Rezanovich set on fire office
premises in the administrative building of the State
Automobile Inspectorate of the Department of In-
ternal Affairs of the Mozyr District Executive Com-
mittee in the city of Mozyr, Gomel Region.

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It should be noted that, in general, the tactics of
actions of I. Olinevich and his accomplices (clandes-
tine entry into the country, lack of contacts with rel-
atives, gathering of members of a long-established
“sleeping” cell, the presence of weapons, special
means, etc.) indicate that their group was located
in the so-called "armed position" and was ready for
more active operations.

In 2009-2010 I. Olinevich and D. Dubovsky
were the organizers and perpetrators of a series of
resonant arson using incendiary mixtures: Embassy
of the Russian Federation in the Republic of Belarus,
the building of the temporary detention facility of
the Central Internal Affairs Directorate of the Minsk
City Executive Committee, the branch of JSC ASB
"Belarusbank" etc.

I. Olinevich was sentenced to 8 years of impris-
onment in 2011, was recognized by the EU coun-
tries and the USA as a "political prisoner”, after his
release he left for Lithuania. According to available
data, he was located in Switzerland at the place of
residence of his sister.

D. Dubovsky since 2012, after commission of ar-
son, was on the international wanted list, hided on
the territory of Russia, being in an illegal position
due to the lack of official documents.

D. Rezanovich in January-February 2014, in
order to gain "revolutionary” experience, as well
as skills to resist law enforcement agencies, trav-
eled to Ukraine to participate in the "Euromaidan”,
participated in the assault on the administration of
Kharkov.

S. Romanov in 2013 and 2015 was sentenced to
imprisonment for illegal trafficking of explosives,
was for the last time released from a correctional fa-
cility in July 2019 [8].

Maleichuk V.A. on March 25, 2021, he instal-
led self-made explosive device in a garbage con-
tainer at a garbage dump near house No. 164 on the
Uborevicha str. in the city of Minsk with the aim of
commission of an explosion, arson, creating a dan-
ger of death of people, causing them bodily injury
and other grave consequences, but did not accom-
plish his intention due to the identification and
neutralization of an explosive device by employees
of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Republic
Belarus.

On March 25, 2021, being in the area of the 72nd
Guards’ Combined Training Center of training of
warrant officers and junior specialists in the city of
Borisov, he possessed a second improvised explosive
device. The formation of intent of Maleichuk V.A.

Boris A.Ch., being the chairman of an unregis-
tered Union of Poles, and other persons from 2018
to March 2021 in the Grodno region, under the guise
of providing information and educational services,
organized and held a number of illegal mass events
with the participation of minors, during which they
carried out the implementation of destructive ideas,
aimed at glorifying war criminals, justifying the
genocide of the Belarusian people, inciting national
and religious hatred and discord.

The authorities of the Republic of Poland in every
possible way, incl. financially, supported the activi-
ties of Boris A.Ch. for their political, economic and
other interests. The activities of the Union of Poles
were actively covered at the Polish Internet resource
www.znadniemna.pl, which posted information,

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Boris A.Ch. regularly organized and held
the events at the burial place of soldiers of the
Home Army in the village of Surkonty of Grodno
region.

Such events were carried out regularly. Boris
A.Ch. and other members of the Union carried out
destructive activities aimed at violation of the terri-
torial integrity of the Republic of Belarus, promot-
ing the ideas of restoration of Poland within the bor-
ders of 1939.

At the possession of head of Lida branch of the
Union of Bernatskaya I.A. the documents were
found on the allocation of monetary funds to her
from the "Fund of Assistance to Poles in the East"
for the improvement of cemeteries and burial sites
of members of the Home Army. In 2018 alone, more
than 32 thousand US dollars were allocated for these
purposes.

On February 28, 2021, in the city of Brest, an
event dedicated to the "Day of Remembrance of the
Damned Soldiers" was held in the premises rented
by the cultural and educational institution "Brest
Forum of Polish Local Initiatives" and LLC "Polish
School".

In addition, Boris A.Ch. and other members
of the Union openly supported radical politicized
formations, participated in public actions aimed at
destabilizing the situation on the territory of the
Republic of Belarus, in order to reconsider (cancel)
the election results, illegally change of the President
of the Republic of Belarus and thus initiate reasons
for non-recognition of the results of elections by the
states of the European Union and the United States
of America, the imposition of economic and politi-
cal sanctions by them, as a means of pressure on the
legitimate authorities in the country [5].

The organizers of the riotous disturbances
used the methods of Nazi Germany, including on
the collection of information on the personal data
of representatives of the Belarusian authorities
and administration, their relatives. To partici-
pants of mass riots and other crimes exemption
from criminal liability was promised.

The investigation of the criminal case on the
genocide of the Belarusian people established that
the Nazi executioners, even before their attack on
the USSR, compiled lists, search books and collect-
ed the necessary information about leading Soviet
workers who should be eliminated.

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The "Special Search Book of the USSR" was pre-
pared, "German search book", "Lists regarding iden-
tification of the location" and other similar "search
books and lists", which were supposed to ensure the
extermination of the advance force of the popula-
tion of the USSR by the Nazi murderers.

From the top secret directive of the High Com-
mand of the German Armed Forces from 16.12.1942
No. IA /1388 / 42:

"On the fight against gangs": The Fiihrer has in-
formation that individual servicemen of the Ger-
man army who participated in the fight against
gangs (Soviet partisans) ... were subsequently held
accountable for their behavior in battle. In this re-
gard, the Fuhrer ordered:

1)... If this struggle against the gangs is not wa-
ged by the most cruel means, then in the near fu-
ture the forces at our disposal will be insuffi-
cient to eradicate this plague. The troops there-
forehave therightand the obligation to useany means
in this struggle, without limitation, also against
women and children, if this only contributes to
success
niency is a crime against the Germans people and
the soldier at the front, who must experience the
consequences of the assassination of bandits and
who does not understand how to spare the ban-
dits and their accomplices. These principles should
form the basis of "Instructions for fighting gangs
in the East ...".

2) Not a single German, who takes part in com-
bat operations against the gangs can be held ac-
countable for his behavior in combat against bandits
and their accomplices, either in a disciplinary or in
a judicial proceeding.

The Investigative Committee is investigating
a criminal case on the fact of the criminal acti-
vities of extremist telegram channels, including
the "Black Book of Belarus" and "Punishers of
Belarus".

These channels were created in August 2020 by
citizens of Belarus and foreign countries to collect,
analyze, store and distribute personal information,
post materials, comments and appeals to the public,
consisting of:

deliberate non-recognition of the course and re-
sults of the elections of the President of the Republic
of Belarus in 2020 and deliberately false statement
on their falsification;

inciting social discord, enmity and hatred
on social grounds, political views, building up of
anti-military and other anti-government senti-
ments;

legitimizing of the actions of persons who have
committed offenses and crimes against life and
health, public safety, providing them the pseu-
do-status of "political prisoners";

calls for participation in protest actions, stri-
kes with an attempt to suspend the work of enter-
prises;

calls to the formation of yard and street "militia",
"self-defense units" and similar extremist structures
for the purposes of openly actively confrontation
with law enforcement officers, violence against per-
son, and resistance to government officials;

calls for the killing of law enforcement officers,
other state bodies and members of their families.

The investigation identified 6 persons who were
the organizers of the creation of telegram chan-
nels, their managers and moderators, as well as
8 persons who illegally provided them with infor-
mation about personal data, including employees
of Republican unitary enterprise Beltelecom, Re-
publican unitary enterprise "Minsk City Agency
for State Registration and Land Cadastre", former
law enforcement officers, specialist in the field of
IT technologies.

The criminals singled out "ideological oppo-
nents" — citizens who support and defend the state
constitutional system of the Republic of Belarus and
actively advocate for its preservation, employees of
internal affairs bodies, judges, officials of state bo-
dies, whose personal data was distributed in tele-
gram channels. It was proposed to use violence
against these persons and members of their families,
and in some cases to kill them, destroy and damage
their property. This encouraged a number of citizens
to commit crimes related to the use of violence, ex-
pressions of threats of its application, destruction
and damage of property, spread of slanderous infor-
mation (even against people having similar perso-
nal data). With regard to the persons involved in the
commission of these acts, a preventive measure was
applied.

Investigation of the criminal case on the geno-
